Her small collection mainly contains materials from the Dutch AAM and Operation Vula.

Notes on the Collection
This collection consists of books, audio/video tapes, photographs, long player records and T-shirts, all related to various
solidarity movements for which Lucia Raadschelders worked.

The collection summarises the activities in which Raadschelders was involved during the years that she spent as an
anti-apartheid activist, in Holland and in the Southern Africa Sub-region.
