When people pay admission fees and turn out
in large nunmbers to witness a game, they do so
in the hope of satisfying their desire to watch
exhibitions of skill and not to see “lame-ducks”
in action.

In a game of football it is the goals that
count and players must take cognisance of this
fact. To get goals, proper training and physical
fitness is necessary. It follows that if any player
desires to become proficient, a crowd pleaser, he
should train himself well and learn the art of
entertaining the people through his classic
exhibition.

The appreciation of the spectators lies in the
natural gifts of the player to manipulate the ball.
The way he dribbles offers defence methods
of passing, the technique of his ball control play
a prominent part in the player’s popularity.

There is an abundance of evidence to prove
that through sheer neglect to train and equip
themselves many promising players have failed
to harness the desired energy for the develop-
ment of the talents and have ceased to earn dis-
tinction in the game.

Take for example, the free play of children.
When they run, jump, hop or skip it provides
movements for real recreation. There is a lesson
for the prospective footballer from the pastimes
of the children. If such activities are performed
by the player it provides a test for the assessment
of performance on the eld and also.for “staying-
power” that is necessary to last the full distance
of a game.
