The Johannesburg Trades Hall was crowded when 
meeting unanimously adopted a resolution protestj 
against , the infiltration of Nazi agents in South Africa, and 
demanding that the Oovernment banish Nazi agents from 
the Union.
Mr. Alex. T. Want ess, M.P.C., 

and Labour candidate for Parlia­
ment in the Grey vi lie con-1
stituency, stated that Fascism' 
was gaining ground in South 
Africa and that the only way to 
check the Blackshirts Avas by | 
fighting them in the streets.

“We demoralised and smashed the 
Greyshirt movement in that way in 
1936,” Mr. Wanless asserted.

“The reason for the advance of !
Fascism in this country is that a 
number of people are living in dire 
poverty and are willing to listen 
to the promises of the Fascist 
agents,” said Mr. Wanless, who was j 
confident that in Johannesburg a 
sufficiently strong organisation to 
deal a death-blow to the Fascist ; 
menace could be developed.

Miss Hilda Watts, who took a lead- j 
ing part in anti-Fascist campaigns in j 
England, attacked the United Party I 
and the Nationalists—two fronts [ 
which were allowing the infiltration j 
of Fascist ideas.
