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CRICKET BOARD HELD AT THE NUR-UL-ISLAM AUDITORIUM 
LENASIA ON THE 26TH AUGUST. 1934,

In his opening remarks the President Mr. Mangera expressed 
his disappointment at the late start of the meeting.

SECRETARIAL REPORT - 1984/85

Mr. President, Delegates and Members,
I have the pleasure in submitting this report on the activities 
of the Transvaal Cricket Board for the season 1984/85 for your 
consideration.
1. ADMINISTRATION AND MEETINGS

a. A resolutions book must be started so that references 
to certain resolutions can be very easily traced.

b. Dates and venues for all Council Meetings for the coming 
season must be pre-determined so that the need for 
meeting notices to be circularised can be discontinued.

c. I observed that very few delegates make notes during 
proceedings at Council Meetings. Therefore, feedback 
to their respective clubs will be of a poor nature and 
this will keep the players in the dark about a lot of 
decisions reached at Board level. If proper feedback 
takes place, the need to circularise minutes can also 
be discontinued. Delegatee will also be in a position 
at the next Council Meeting to judge whether the minutes 
presented in respect of the previous meeting is true
in content.

d. In spite of the fact that quorum at Council Meetings 
is one third of the membership, the majority of the 
meetings were in fact attended by just over a third of 
the membership. This brings two aspects into play. 
Decisions taken by one third of the membership is 
binding on the rest and what steps to take to ensure
a larger participation at meetings? E.g. Levy fines 
for non-attendance. Also, clubs must be encouraged to

- have at least one permanent delegate to Council Meetings
to ensure proper continuity. A bound book attendance 
register must be re-started so that attendance statis­
tics are on hand if the need arises for them to be 
examined. E.g. Quorums at meetings.

e. Each misconduct matter referred to the Misconduct 
Committee must be given a case number so that a proper 
record can be kept of whether each case has in fact 
been dealt with. References to them can be made

'Vp yeasily and appeals in respect of misconduct decisions
can be trace<3 easily. In addition, a separate Misconduct 
Committee minute book must be kept. Fines levied 

,-j\ through the Misconduct Committee decisions can also 
be easily cross-checked.
Punctuality is essential if we are to do justice to 
the agenda at Council Meetings. Meetings normally 
start at 8:40 p.m instead of 8:00 p.m. and delegates 
begin to glance at their watches from 10:15 p.m. 
Therefore, I appeal to delegates to be on time so that 
all matters are given fair attention and not, like it

normally/



normally happens, the second half of tne agenda, which 
includes finance, is done in double quick time.

g. Clubs that have to do a great deal of travelling to 
attend Council Meetings can appoint proxies and thereby 
save themselves a great deal of travelling.

h. Monthly financial reports from the treasurer must be 
of a set format so they may be easily tracked from one 
meeting to another.

i. The need for an office to store Board documents and 
equipment, and for use for fixture, Executive and 
Appeal Board Meetings need no motivation.

j. An official attendance register must be used.
2. FOSTERING OF RELATIONSHIP

a. Each club must have a season end function so that 
more people other than just inmediate club players and 
officials are exposed to club activities. A function 
enables one to understand the dynamics of runnina a 
club and its reason for playing in the T.C.B.

b. Clubs must be requested to send their meeting notices 
to the Board so that Board officials could make them­
selves available to address the club meetings to 
discuss TCB, SACB or SACOS policies. This inter-action 
will allow the Board officials to meet its rank and 
file members and it will also give them an opportunity 
to discuss matters of concern.

3. LEAGUE CRICKET
. My congratulations to all the teass and individuals who

gained honours for their performances during the past
season, especially to Crescents Cricket Club for winning
the league championship for the thrid time in succession. 
The knockout competition proved to be very popular and 
in fact created some spectator interest.
The following are some of the observations about our 
League Cricket:
a. Players are still wearing all sorts of clothes which

is not Cricket gear, especially the caps/hats. The
rules of play, clause.(16), must be applied at all
times.

b. Besides at super league matches, players who are 
umpiring, do so in shorts, sandals, bright T-shirts 
etc. This attitude in fact gives the impression that 
umpiring is a past time and not part and parcel of 
the game.

c. The majority of games do not start at 9:30 a.m. as 
per rules of play, clause (6). This action surely 
does not assist in creating discipline among players.

_2-
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d. Do the players know the basic umpiring laws or do they 
turn down decisions simply because they want their 
team to win? I am posing this question simply because 
many a misconduct case arose out of giving controversial 
decisions. Therefore, we must, especially the captains 
of the teams, play a vital role to remind and emphasise 
to their players that "fair play is best play."

e. Begin a Records book to make notes of outstanding 
performances and therby have readily available statis­
tics against which cricketeres can measure themselves.

f. Sadly, no presentation for highest scorer of runs and 
wicket taker in terms of each division was made, due 
to the lack of match returns from teams. How many 
teams, I am unable to say, but they were sufficient 
enough for the Record Clerk nof to make any progress.

Paragraphs a, b, c, d and f are basic aspects which needs 
attention, and improvements can only lift the image of 
the Board.

4. INTER-PROVINCIAL CRICKET
a. Thought must be given to introduce an award - "Inter­

Provincial Player of the year." The following criteria 
could be used:
1. Performance on the field of play;
2. Attendance at net practices;
3. Assisting fellow cricketers;
4. General behaviour on and off the field. The selec­

tors in conjunction with the managers of the "A" 
and "S'* provincial teams should be adjudicators.

b. Catering arrangements in respect of games be divided 
amongst clubs.

c. Pre-season games, net practices and physical training 
be organised for provincial and potential provincial 
cricketers.

d. Appointment of a Manager and Captain for the rest of 
the season be made at the first Council Meeting of the 
Board.

e. A net practice programme covering all aspects of the 
game be utilised to make net practices more productive.

f. A publicity campaign to advertise our games be main­
tained throughout the year so as to increase spectator

' support. I am sad to note the fact that a sizeable
amount of players do not even know when Transvaal 
plays or how they fared in various competitions.

A sportman's activities make great demands on his body and 
therefore, his nutritional requirements are very important. 
To achieve top physical performance, it is important that 
the body be optimally nourished. This can only be achieved 
by continual correct eating and I feel that it would help 
every player if a paper can be circularised which would 
emphasise the do's and the don'ts.
HOWA BOWL, AND BOOLEY TROPHY
Performances varied from game to game and I am quite con­
vinced that all our players are of a very good standard.
The only problem seems to be that the players were unable 
to retain their consistent form; that is cricket I suppose. 
But improving our league standing when comparing it to the 
1984/85 season, it is at least a good start. I wish to 
appeal to the team managers to be specific about certain 
matters in their reports. E.g. "Members of the team did 
not behave themselves" is not good enough. Names of play­
ers and indictments against them must be specified. Please 
note that every provincial player has signed the "Code of 
Conduct** form agreeing to behave according to the norms 
specified within.
BENSON AND HEDGES CUP
My congratulations to the players that did duty on the road 
to reaching the finals and the fact that our team took part 
in the finals of the competition is a clear indication that 
our game has lifted and that is heart warming indeed. Our 
aim for the coming season is not only to reach the finals, 
but also to win the Cup. Therefore, it is important to 
learn from our shortcomings and mistakes of the past and 
gear ourselves for victory.
SACB U—16 AND U-21 TOURNAMENTS
The U-16 tournament that was hosted by ourselves was a 
resounding success on and off the field and it was indeed 
a proud moment in the history of SACB and TC3. On top of 
that, the fact that Transvaal finished runners-up to 
Natal is a clear indication of our standard. It is now 
up to us to nurture and guide that talent so that in a few 
years time, the impact can be felt at a higher level.
The U-21 tournament was hosted by the Natal Cricket Board 
and I am sure it was a proud moment for our team, Natal 
Cricket Board and SACB. Again, in beating Natal and 
Griqualand West, the future looks bright for our team.
I would like to request that clubs submit the names of 
their U—21 players by the first Council Meeting so that 
a few matches involving U-21 players can be organised so 
as to give the selectors a few opportunities to see them 
in action and for players to meet and play with each other.

We must alwasv ensure that we at Board level 
are alwavs in a position to mandate our delegates on 
specific'issues and that the delegates are always in 
a position to report back to Council.

9. INTERNATIONAL CRICKET CONFERENCE
The I.C.C. re-iterated its decision taken in July 1984 
to maintain their isolation policy against South Africa 
until apartheid is scrapped. SACU’s image has taken such 
a beatina, that they maintained a very low profile at the
I.C.C. meeting held in London in July this year.

10. SPORTSPERSON OF THE YEAR
The lack of response from clubs in participating in the 
above award was sad indeed. We, at Executive level, feel 
that the choice of the Sportsperson of the year must ccme 
from the clubs and in this way, there can be no doubt 
that the winner is in fact the choice of the rank and file 
membership of the Board. I appeal for greater participation 
by the clubs. Let not his dismal note take away the merit 
of the winner, Mr. P.J. Ehana, who received a standing 
ovation at the Transvaal Cricket Board presentation of 
trophies held in April 1985. I wish to take this oppor­
tunity for clubs to advise the Board if they have a 
suitable speaker in mind for our functions.

11. TRANSVAAL COUNCIL OF SPORT
The Board has taken an active role in the affairs of TRACCS 
and I am happy to announce a 100% attendance at all meetings 
of TRACOS. My only concern is that there has been very 
little discussion at our Council Meetings in respect <

*' issues ana matters raised at TRACOS level. Time must 
be set aside at Council Meetings for report back and 
discussion.

12. COMMITMENT

By registering with the Board, each player commits himself 
to the policies, principles and rules of play of the Board. 
But cna's commitment can only be judged by one's actions. 
Therefore, let not the Board be the Judge; be the Judge 
yourself. If one feels that for example, being denied 
the opportunity to attend a match at the Wanderer's 
Stadium, is too much of a commitment, the most logical 
and honourable thing to do is not to register with the 
Board. This action, will save the Board not only a lot 
of time at Misconduct level, but also save the other 
players in the Board the embarrassment of playing with 
you but not having the "evidence" to report you to the 
Board. To those that give refuge to those that transgress 
Board policy, please search your conscience and do what it 
tells you to do.

13. GROUNDS/......
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13. GROUNDS
The Johannesburg City Council has fared badly in preparing 
our pitches. They have their reasons and we know where 
we stand. The question arises: what do we do? Do we
take over the preparation of pitches voluntarily or do 
we continue to put pressure on the City Council? Have 
we a sufficient amount of finance and personnel to do 
it alone? On top of that, we must define clearly our 
attitude towards the Regional Services Councils which 
will give or has given to the Management Committee to 
"provide and maintain municipal buildings, sports faci­
lities, cemeteries and the crematoria."

I hope that steps to finalise the style of the tie can be 
completed by the end of the season. At least when finance 
becomes available, the design will be ready.

16. FUNDRAISING COMMITTEE
- Previous Fundraising Committees never got off the ground 
for some reason or the other. A re-examination must take place.

17. CONSISTENCY AND MERIT
our Slogan, "NO NORMAL SPORT IN AN ABNORMAL SOCIETY", clearly
emphasises the fact that we have to be as consistent as 
our lives allow us to be in relation to our non-racial 
standpoint in sport, A clear example will be our refusal 
to play sport under a permit, but what attitude do we 
adopt to eating at a fast food chain shop that has received 
"the necessary documentation on receipt of application"
