Th i s  v a s t  c o n t i n e n t
of ours is in the limelight 
to-day. Perhaps Africa is 
the greatest theme in the 
press of the Western world 

and surely a theme that took hold of 
the imagination of the East. The world 
radios of East and West compete in 
their allocation of time on discus­
sions of matters concerning Africa. 
T he winds of change that blew briskly 
a decade ago, have quickened to tor­
nado's that have changed even the 
political face of Africa, leaving many 
scars that will take time to  heal. Many 
millions of people in and outside 
Africa are deeply concerned about 
political issues in this great continent 
and millions of these are Christians, 
whose motives are pure and without 
imperial tendencies.

But what is the position of Chris­
tianity in Africa? According to recent 
statistics, there are about 220 million 
people on this continent of whom only
16 million belong to Protestant Chris­
tianity. Add to this number 22 mil-

lion Roman Catholics and approxi­
mately 7 million Copts and you find 
that the total number of Christians 
amounts to 45 million, which leaves a 
non-Christian population of 175 mil­
lion, of whom some 90 million are 
Muslims. All this means that less 
than 7.3% of the total population of 
Africa belongs to evangelical Chris­
tianity. No wonder that there are 
those who pose as the Christ of the 
Africans, while others in responsible 
positions use slogans such as: “Seek 
ye first the political kingdom, and all 
things shall be added unto you.”

Christianity is being denounced by 
millions in Africa to-day and what will 
happen if these people get control of 
the governments of this great conti­
nent? As followers of Jesus Christ, 
we are bound to take notice of what is 
happening to the Christian Church in 
vast areas in Africa and Asia to-day. 
In the vast territory comprising Egypt. 
Tunis. Algeria, Morocco, Lybia and 
Egyptian Sudan, which centuries ago 
was a bastion of the religion of 
Christ, there are now less than 200 
thousand Christians who live under 
the oppression of a hostile govern­
ment, without the privilege to propa­gate their faith.

What can Christianity do for Africa 
to-day? The answer of the Church of Christ should be:

1. To bear witness of her salvation 
through Jesus Christ. The church must

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testify to the non-Christian people of 
this great dark continent that there is 
salvation in none other: “for there is 
none other name under heaven given 
among men whereby we must be 
saved” (Acts 4:12). Let the heart of 
every Christian man and woman burn 
with compassion for the millions who 
may gain liberty, citizenship, yea 
even the rule of vast areas of Africa, 
but suffer eternal doom outside the 
Kingdom of Christ and away from 
the countenance of God. Jesus Christ 
Himself has given this commission to 
His followers when He said: “Ye shall 
receive power, after that the Holy 
Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall 
be witnesses unto Me . . . unto the 
uttermost part of the earth” (Acts 1:8). 
He added a wonderful promise to His 
great commission in Math. 29:19 when 
He said: “and, lo, 1 am with you al­
ways, even unto the end of the world.”

2. Let the Christian people of all 
churches unite in bringing the Word of 
God to millions of Africa who do not 
as yet possess it. Just at present there 
is a campaign by the British and 
Foreign Bib.e Society to distribute 
some three million copies of the Scrip­
tures in about 100 languages in Africa, 
over and above their usual effort to 
supply the Bible to all people in their 
own tongue. However grateful the 
people of Africa may be towards this 
society, the task of the church remains 
to be the bearer of the good tidings 
to all who live in darkness. The Bible, 
the New Testament, pieces of Scrip­
ture in other literature bearing the 
message of the Bible are being made 
available by various churches and or­
ganisations, but they often have great

difficulty in delivering this to the 
people who are in need of it. Will 
Christians of all churches join with 
this great effort in bringing the Word 
of God to every home in Africa? This 
magazine will be too grateful to  help 
anybody who might be eager to distri­
bute such literature amongst Africans.

3. Let the Christians of Africa real­
ise their duty of intercession. God has 
promised to change things on the hear­
ing of the pleas of His children. In 
the only perfect prayer, which He 
Himself taught us, we should pray: 
“Thy Kingdom come.” Let us speak

to Christ about the 175 million people 
in Africa who do not know Him. Let 
us plead for their Salvation —  many 
of them are our relatives and friends. 
Let us pray that the Holy Spirit may 
regenerate them —  may apply our 
witness and message to their hearts, 
that they may be born again, and re­
ceive eternal life.

May be if 16 million Protestant 
Christians in Afrcia awake to their 
task to witness, to bring the Gospel 
and to pray for the real salvation of 
Africa, a better day may come and a 
happier eternity may await her people.

T he  C hristian  L ite ra tu re  F u n d  

of the D u tch  R eform ed  C hurch , 
for the non-E uropeans of A frica , is 
one of the greatest undertak ings of 
its k ind, if no t th e  greatest, in  the 
history of the C h urch  of A frica.

T his fund was s ta rted  a  few years 
ago, w ith  the goal to  collect £3 
m illion for the sp read ing  of C hris­
tian L ite ra tu re  in  A frica. A  
schem e was estab lished by w hich
50,000 volunteers w ould be  can­
vassed for this fund. E veryone of 
these volunteers is asked to  donate  
£60 over a  period of five years. 
T he  m oney can be do nated  m onthly, 
half-yearly, yearly o r as desired. By 
this m eans £3,000,000 w ould be 
collected over a period of five years.

A s is the case w ith  all under­
tak ings in  faith , it to ok  qu ite  a  tim e 
before this big un dertak ing  could be 
established. T oday this schem e is 
qu ite  firm ly established in the 
D u tch  R eform ed C h urch , M other 
as well as D augh ter C hurches, and 
g rea t progress has already  been 
m ade.

U p  till now m ore th an  ha lf  a  
m illion pounds have a lready  been 
collected.

T h e  fa ther and chief o rgan iser of 
th is F un d  is the w riter o f  this 
article.

T h e  F u n d  is contro lled  by a  
B o ard  representative of the M o th er 
as well as the D augh ter D u tch  R e ­
form ed Churches.

A  great deal of w ork has already 
been established by m eans of this 
F un d . O ne of the tasks of this 
F u n d  was to  m ake it possible for 
the  D u tch  R eform ed M ission Press 
in  B loem fontein to  p rin t 50,000

copies of the Sotho B ible, 20,000 
copies of the N ew  T estam ent in 
Sotho with the Psalm s, and  150,000 
copies of the G ospel of St. John  in Sotho.

O ther undertak ings w orthy  of 
note is the subsidising of the 
C hildren’s Bible in d ifferen t lan- 
languages. T h is  C h ild ren ’s Bible 
is used on a great scale in  th e  non- 
E uropean schools in  South A frica, 
and  through the  aid  of th is F un d  
it is possible fo r the non-E uropean 
child to  buy th is B ible fo r as m uch 
as 5/- less than  the cost price.

A frica’s H ope is fully supported  
financially by this C hristian  L ite ra ­
tu re  Fund. By m eans of th is F und

it has been possible to  publish an d  
distribu te A frica ’s H ope a t  a  very 
great loss every year. A s fa r as 
this F un d  is supporting  the  p rin ting  
of the Bible and the d istribu tion  of 
A frica ’s H ope, it is also  opera ting  
on the in terdenom inational te rri­
to ry , although  it is a  fund  collected 
and adm inistered  by the D utch  R e ­
form ed M other and D augh ter 
Churches. T he F u n d  is also sub­
sidising the differen t official papers 
of the m ission churches, like Le- 
hlasedi, “ L ig draer”  and  others.

Som e bookshops for the d istribu­
tion of C hristian  books an d  litera-

From  the beginning o f the civilization 
of South A frica som e 300 years ago the 
D.R. C hurch  has evinced a  deep interest 
in the spiritual w elfare o f the Bantu. The 
work, like all o ther m atters, began in a 
very sm all way in C ape Town, and a t first 
slowly then w ith m ore rapid strides began 
to cover w hat is to-day know n as the 
U nion o f South A frica. As, however, the 
Kingdom  o f the Lord Jesus cannot be 
limited to  one place, the m issionarv effort 
o f the D .R . C hurch quickly spilled over 
the boundaries o f the U nion. M en and 
women volunteered fo r and were sent to 
M ashonaland, N yasaland, the Rhodesias. 
Basutoland. W itzieshoek. etc. W ith the re­
sult that hundreds of thousands o f the 
Bantu have experienced the saving grace 
of o u r L ord  Jesus C hrist w ithin and ou t­
side the bounds o f the  U nion.

W hen one throw s a stone into a  dam 
of w ater its effect is no t only felt where 
it falls bu t to the boundaries of that 
dam. Circles a re  form ed having wider and 
still w ider range. So with M issionarv 
work. T he D.R. Church has no t in the 
first place aimed to civilize the native races 
with w hich the Church has com e into con­
tact, bu t to bring the knowledge of the 
saving grace o f G od through the Saviour 
to each and everyone. W hen the M aster 
enjoined the disciples to  go into all the 
world and teach the nations H e added: 
“Teaching them  to observe all things w hat­
soever I have com m anded you.”

The Church is in the first place called 
to teach the W ord o f G od with its mes­
sage of salvation. W ith th is end in view 
the Church began and has carried on her 
mission work.

It has. however, been incum bent upon 
her to  help  m ake it possible that those 
to  w hom  the G ospel was and is brought 
should be able to  understand the M essage 
and to  read the ScriDtures presented. C on­
sequently the C hurch has from  the begin- 
n:ng not onlv learn t the language of the 
B antu o f A frica bu t opened schools w here

those who so desired could receive the 
necessary tuition and so be enabled  to  read 
and write, etc.

People are ap t to  forget their benefactors 
o t bygone days in every w alk o f  life when 
greater heights have been reached. T h e  
prim arv task o f the  C hurch is naturally  
to proclaim  the G ospel M essage. T here 
are. however, various indispensible d ep art­
m ents of M issionarv effo rt w hich although 
not in themselves ends, are nevertheless the 
inevitable results of the coming o f  Jesus 
Christ into th e  lives of m en. H ere the 
Church was the first to  exert herself and  
her influence.

Owing to the fact that cultural advance­
m ent and economic conditions w here at a 
low ebb when the Church began h er m is­
sionary efforts, this total ap p ro ach  was 
essential.

It was accordingly incum bent upon the 
Church to see to it that schools be bu ilt and 
that educational facilities be provided. Of 
what use w ould a Bible be should the per­
son to whom it was presented not be able 
to read the W ord of God?

The day arrived when education  had 
become such a form idable financia l, etc. 
task th a t Churches could no  langer cope 
with it. T he desire to  be educated has 
become a  mighty force in the lives o f hun­
dreds o f thousands o f the younger genera­
tion. The fact, however, th a t the  G overn­
ment has taken the whole educational p ro ­
gramm e upon its shoulders, has not, as far 
as the D .R . M issionary Church is concerned, 
caused her to  desist from  a lively interest 
in the education o f the Bantu. W here, 
e.g., o u r m issionaries have becom e super­
intendents o f schools they have taken upon 
them selves a big task w ithout any  rem u­
neration.

Ons such m issionary e.g. with whom  I 
am  personally well acquainted had to  super­
vise forty  odd town and country  schools 
besides all the o ther w ork w hich he was 
called upon to  perform .

T he fact th a t the num ber o f  farm  schools

tu re  have also  been established 
through th e  assistance o f this Fund. 
A lthough the m ain goal and  aim  
of this fund a t th e  s ta r t was the dis­
tribu tion  of C hristian  lite ra tu re , it 
today also aim s a t  subsidising the 
d istribu tion  of technical equ ipm ent 
for the  spreading of th e  G ospel, es­
pecially am ong the m illions of illi­
te ra te  non-E uropeans in  A frica. 
F o r  this reason th ere  is close co­
operation  today betw een th is F und 
and M em a, or M odern  E vangelisa­
tion M ethods in A frica. T his in­
cludes the d istribu tion  of cheap 
gram ophones with records of G os­
pel messages; cam eras, projectors, 
etc.

A n o ther aim  of M em a, w hich is 
also the aim  of th is F un d  now , is 
the establishm ent o f  a  C hristian 
rad io  sta tion  for th e  p ropagation  of 
the G ospel by m eans of the radio .

W e trust th a t th e  readers of 
A frica’s H ope will rem em ber this 
big undertak ing  in  their prayers, 
and  also when they wish to  donate 
som ething to  the L o rd ’s w ork.

O rganisation passing a num ber o f resolu­
tions a t every one o f  its num erous ses­
sions, w hich no body seemed ready to  up ­
hold. H ence, to  m any o f us, th a t august 
body called U N O , has degenerated into 
an o th e r ‘talking shop’, which is powerless 
to  enforce its decisions. W hat has 
em erged very clearly from  its sessions is 
the spirit of lawlessness which reached its 
zenith a t the recent sittings o f th a t body, 
when certa in  leaders o f great nations dis­
p layed lack o f groom ing and culture.

F ro m  these unhappy  incidents we are

M any isms have been tried  but 
w ithout exception, they have been found 
wanting. It is the Prince o f Peace, Jesus 
o f N azareth  alone, who is capable of 
uniting  the d ifferent peoples o f the w orld. 
He, w ho once said: “Lo, I am  w ith you 
alway, even unto the end o f th e  w orld” 
(M att. 28:20), is the  sam e today, tom orrow  
and fo r ever.

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Council o f Churches o f Reformed Commission in 
Southern Africa.

Jt was a memorable day in the history of 
the Dutch Reformed Churches in Southern 
Africa when the above-named Council was 
established in the Japie Pansegrouw Hall 
at 46. Bastion Street, Bloemfontein, on the 
17th November 1960. All the M other and 
Daughter Churches in South Africa were 
represented as well as the African Reformed 
Church of Northern Rhodesia. It is antici­
pated that the Shona Reformed Church in 
Southern Rhodesia and the Church of Cen­
tral Africa, Presbyterians, Synod of Nkho- 
ma (Nyasaland) will join this Council short­
ly.

In this Council the Mother- and Daughter 
Churches will pray together and speak to ­
gether about their common interests. From 
out this Council a  united witness will be 
heard from Table Mountain in the South 
to the borders of Ethiopia in the North. 
The doors are open to other Churches in

“W e m ust be m ore than  A frican C hris­

tians; we m ust be C hristian A fricans,” the 
Rev. D r. J. T . A yorinde, C hairm an o f the 
N igerian Broadcasting C orporation , said 
with feeling to  a congregation o f 20,000 
on Lagos Racecourse on Sunday, O ctober
2, a t a great P ro testan t open-air service of 
thanksgiving and dedication to mark 
N igeria’s independence.

“ W e m ust evangelize every nook and 
corner o f N igeria, proclaim ing the good 
news th a t Jesus is L ord  and Saviour of 
m ankind,” he urged.

T he service, w hich was also heard  by 
m illions o f radio listeners, was in itself a 
unique witness to  the strength and power 
o f the P ro testan t C hurch in th is predom i­
nantly  M uslim  land a t the m ost im portant 
m om ent in its history.

E arlier, fro m  the sam e racecourse, 40 
m illion N igerians had heard tributes to 
C hristian m issions in speeches m ade a t the 
“handing over”  cerem ony on Independence 
Day.

T h e  Prim e M inister o f the Federation, 
S ir A b ub ak ar T afaw a Balew a, a M uslim, 
listed m issionary societies am ong those 
w ho had “ m ade N igeria,”  and was p arti­
cularly  grateful fo r their contributions to  
education and m edical services.

Sir Jam es R obertson, the G overnor- 
G eneral, included m issionaries in the  list 
o f people w ho h ad  opened up the country 
and  spread the  light o f civilization. “ We 
can only thank  them  fo r their labours and 
praise G od  fo r sending them  here,” he said.

T his official recognition o f m issionary 
effo rt was also seen in the num ber o f  reli­
gious leaders, including pioneer m ission­
aries, w ho were brought from  overseas by 
the Federal G overnm ent to  take part in 
the  celebrations.

M ost prom inent am ong them  was Dr. 
G eoffrey  Fisher, A rchbishop o f C anterbury. 
On his first visit to  N igeria, D r. F isher said

he had  been deeply m oved by the  C hris­
tians he had met.

He believed th a t Independence would 
never have ben won w ithout the  Church. 
"T he C hurch has taught you to  fea r  God 
and respect one another. It has encour­
aged you to defeat and  overcom e w eak­
nesses.”

T he N igerian Press also gave space and 
credit to the C hristian C hurch . A  two- 
page article in  the Lagos Sunday Tim es 
o f O ctober 2, entitled “T hey C alled ‘H alt’ 
to  M urders and H um an Sacrifice,” told 
how the G ospel first cam e to  N igeria.

A strong C hristian witness was also 
m ade at the glittering 1,000,000-pound 
N igeria Exhibition in Lagos from  O ctober 
1— 22, w here the Sudan In terio r Mission 
was perm itted to display the w ork in which 
it has been engaged fo r over sixty years 
and to  distribute G ospel literature.

Copies o f th e  m ass-circulation Christian

m onthly A frican C hallenge  w ere also on 
sale a t a  special booth.

N igerian Christians were active behind 
the scenes. Weeks o f p rayer preceded the 
celebrations in m any o f the  churches. In 
some, Christians were on their knees at 
the m om ent when th e  green-and-white 
N igerian flag replaced the  U nion Jack of 
colonial rule.

T he Prim e M inister was particularly  con­
scious that Independence had been won 
“ w ithout bitterness o r bloodshed.” H e re­
cognised that N igeria m ust a t once play 
an  active part in m aintain ing the peace 
o f the world. So fa r, N igeria’s foreign 
policy has been neu tralist, but w ith an 
aw areness o f the dangers o f Com m unist 
entanglem ents.

W ith a strong C hristian  representation 
in the governm ent —  the prem ier o f the 
W estern Region and six cabinet ministers 
are Baptists, w hile the  E astern prim e 
m inister and leader o f the opposition are 
M ethodists —  m any are  praying that th e  
church’s voice will be heard  increasingly 
in N igerian affairs. —  T h e Sunday School 
Times.

to grant perm ission to erect such buildings 
on portions o f their property  which they 
have spesially set aside fo r th a t purpose. 
In this way the school has been brought 
to  th e  child.

For m any years S tofberg-G edenkskool, 
near to Vereeniging, an d  the  Strydom  

E ducational centre first a t B loem fontein 
and  now a t T haba ’Nchu have consequently 
had  a very form ative influence. Teachers, 
preachers, evangelists have received their 
training there at the hands o f m en of 
learning, character and consecration to  
task.

One cannot on the o th er hand  think of 
N orthern  Rhodesia w ithout recognising the 
fact that K atete, the D .R . M ission centre, 
has become the pivot on w hich th e  whole 
educational system of that country  revolves. 
H igher and  lower schools, wom ens tra in ­
ing establishm ents etc. a t K ate te  have and 
are plaving their p a n  in building future 
native leaders fo r that country.

It is a natu ral step to th e  m edical work 
done bv M issions. A visit to  W itzieshoek 
cannot be com plete unless it includes a 
visit to the  Elizabeth Ross H ospital, a hos­
pital providing some 250 beds fo r ordinary  
as well as Tuberculosis patients. W hat 
this hospital has m eant to  the thousands 
who in the past years have been treated 
there, th a t fine old gentlem an, C aptain  
Charles M opedi. will readily tell you, w hat 
m agnificent m ountaineous surroundings in 
w hich to  recuperate.

Should you care to  pay a fly ing visit with 
m e to  N orth  Eastern R hodesia you find  
that the D .R. Church has im plem ented its 
medical w ork on every sta tion  —  begun 
a t the end o f last century —  by  a m agni­
ficently equipped hospital a t  N yanje and 
one being constructed now a t K am oto.

Last year som e 40.000 patien ts were a t­
tended to  expertly  by a South A frican doc­
to r  w ho has devoted him self to  the  w ork 
there fo r the last 10 odd years. South 
A frican nurses have ably  aided him .

And so I could call to  m ind th e  work 
am ong tl|e  deaf and the b lind a t M agwero 
in N orth  Eastern R hodesia and we could 
pay a visit to the Barend van Rensburg 
H om e a t F icksburg as well as the H om e 
for the aged under construction a t T haba 
’Nchu.

Tim e and space do no t allow. Suffice 
to say that the D .R . Church has been 
privileged to do its bit in M issionary and 
o th er directions fo r the betterm ent o f the 
lo t o f the Bantu in and outside South 
A frica. But please do no t m ake the m is­
take of thinking that 1 have sketched the 
work o f the C hurch as a whole. I have 
just lifted the curtain  slightly on the Orange 
F ree State section. T o  obtain  a clear view 
o f the vast w ork done by o u r C hurch, one 
would have to dip into the annals o f  the  
w ork done by the C hurch o f the o ther 
th re  provinces as well. F o r  m issionary 
w ork in South A frica alone £860.800 was 
spent in 1959 whereas fo r  the sam e pediod 
£600.000 was spent on m issionary work 
outside the U nion. In o ther w ords the 
D .R. Churches in the U nion spent the huge 
sum  o f £1,400,000 fo r th e  spiritual uplift 
of the Bantu w ithin and outside o f the 
U nion in 1959 alone.

“A frica’s H ope” of the death  o f Mrs. 
Amelia N tom bi X ulu, the wife o f M r. J. 
M untu X ulu, a Sub-Editor of the “Lig- 
straal.” She died on the m orning of 
January  7th, 1961 at 5.30 a.m . and she 
was buried on January  9th a t the  Bantu 
cem etery in the Bochabela Extension.

M rs. X ulu leaves three children and her 
husband. She has no t seen her effo rts in 
her book “ M H LA  K U SA  N G O K U N Y E ” 
which is due to be published by the 
L utheran Publishing H ouse in D urban . A t 
her death she was busy w ith an o th er m anu­
script. She contributed short stories to  the 
Zulu Bona. W hat a fam ily o f coinciding 
interests? H er husband is a journalist a 
graduate of the A frican W riting Centre, 
Kitwe, N . Rhodesia and a regu lar cor­
respondent of Bona, W am ba, Inkanyezi, 
A frican Features o f Rhodesia, and  many 
o ther religious magazines. H e has already 
tw o books published and two are  to  be 
published soon by the “A frikaanse Pers 
Beperk.”  M any A fricans are  reading the 
w orks o f this fam ily with great interest.

M r. and late M rs. X ulu got m arried on 
A pril 19th. 1952, and  they only enjoyed 
two years o f happy m arriage, as a result 
o f the detioration  of the health  o f Mrs. 
Xulu. D uring the im m ediate past 8 years 
she was adm itted  into seven hospitals viz. 
St. Benedict H ospital, N kandla; Eshowe 
Provincial H ospital, Eshow e; Charles 
M em orial H ospital, N quthu; W itzieshoek 
M ission H ospital; E khom be M ission H os­
pital, Z u lu land; N ational H ospital, Bloem­
fontein, and the T em pe H ospital where 
she died.

T he funeral service was conducted by 
the Rev. J. T. M ahlangu of th e  D utch R e­
form ed C hurch. H e was a t her death bed 
and heard  her last w ords she uttered be-

fore she departed from  this m ortal world. 
“ I am  going to Jesus,” she said to  Rev. 
M ahlangu just before the  arrival o f her 
husband.

A nd Rev. M ahlangu asked, “W hat about 
the children?”

She told her husband  th e  sam e words 
and further rem inded him  to  believe in 
G od.

D espite the scorching heat o f the sun, 
m any people attended th e  funeral. Some 
came from  work to  pay the  last respect 
to  a budding C hristian au thor. M r. Ag- 
grey M okoena o f the  R adio Bantu also 
came.

A ll those who know  h er do in one ac­
cord say, “Sleep in peace. Y our works 
shall rem ain a lesson to  th e  A fricans long 
a fte r  y our death.”

o f tow n boys and became a m em ber o f 
their gang. I  spent eight m onths w ith  
them , and under their in fluence I  p icked  
up som e habits. Sm oking and  beer drink­
ing were two o f  them.

T h at was a time. D uring six o f the 
eight m onths I worked as a clerk and re ­
ceived good pay. But for all th a t tim e I 
spent m y m oney on gallons o f beer and  an  
uncountable num ber of cigarettes. My 
clothes began to  wear out. But that d idn’t 
w orry me. I  patched them  an d  was alive 
w ith the gang. Life was gay.

W hen there was no beer in the  neigh­
bourhood , I  cycled or walked to  w here it 
was. A nd sometimes it was miles away. 
W hen I was drunk, the slightest provoca­
tion sent m e into a fight.

Because I smoked and drank so m uch, I 
could a ffo rd  only a cheap b rand  o f  cigar­
ettes. W hen I was with a  group  o f well 
dressed friends, I was asham ed to pull out 
my p o o r brand. I used to  go outside to 
indulge. I  finally  managed to  get enough 
cash to  buy a  m ore expensive brand —  
just to  impress the gang and to  m ake my 
nose a m ore expensive chimney.

T hen I decided that my job  did n o t pay 
m e enough, and I  quit. T h a t is h ard  to 
explain, fo r  quitting  m eant loafing  and 
an  end to my income. 1 loafed  fo r  three 
m onths. My friends deserted m e. M y 
fa th er gave me some m oney, but it was 
not enough fo r both beer an d  cigarettes. 
So I d ropped beer.

Before I began smoking, I  did well in 
sports and received my share o f  applause 
in bo th  boxing and football. But a fter 
my nose and lungs became an  expensive 
chim ney, I could no t run  fast o r  fa r. Sm ok­
ing w eakened me; it wore o u t m y lungs.

T hen came the  25th Ju ly  1960. It was 
a red letter day. O ne early  m orning, after 
sm oking the first of m y daily round  of 
fifty  cigarettes, I decided to  quit. I  decided 
to  destroy every cigarette I h ad  on hand.

N o  m ore smoking, I to ld  m yself. N o 
m ore. N ot even one now  and then. I 
prom ised myself th a t I  w ould never take 
up  th e  habit again.

Y ou realize that it was no t easy a t the 
beginning.

T h e  first day was a  hard  one, so was 
the second. So was the w hole first week.
I had  the fortunate thought to  substitute 
sweets fo r cigarettes. T h at helped con­
siderably. Before long, the thirst fo r  cigar­
ettes was washed aw ay from  my throat. 
T oday  smoking is no th ing  but a  nam e to  
me.

W e become overpowered by some tem p­
tations. T h at is because we are weak, and 
that weakness is in the mind. C igarettes 
can enslave smokers. I know  from  ex­
perience. Y ou walk around  w ith a package 
o f ciragettes and a box o f m atches in your 
hands. T hey are  alw ays with you. Y our 
breath changes from  sweet to  sour. Y our 
body loses its ability to  function  sm oothly. 
You waste tim e puffing  away. Y ou be­
com e less than  y our real self.

I t  is a weakness. B u t yo u  can overcom e  
it. 1 did, I  who  way once a  hum an ch im ­
ney. —  A frican Features.

The opponents of Christ believed 
that He existed and that they crucified 
Him because they took Him to be a 
liar who called himself the Son of God.

The centurion, a non-chritian who 
stood at Calvary’s cross, when our 
Lord was crucified, testified without 
hesitation and fear that He was a rea­
lity, for he said: “Certainly this was a righteous man.”

Saul too testified that Christ was a 
reality and that he (Saul) threatened 
His followers. It is clear that He was 
a reality because no one can crucify a 
myth, if  Jesus Christ was a reality it 
follows that Christianity also is as real 
as its author, Jesus Christ.

Man is naturally inclined to pay 
homage to someone or something 
which he believes to be mightier than 
ht., ience ancestor or image worship.

Despite the reality of Christianity as 
shown above one wonders to know 
that the number of its adherents is the 
smallest compared with that of other 
existing religions of the world which 
go hand in hand with heathen ideas and rituals.

However small the number of those 
who accept Christianity may be, .the 
important question is whether they un­
derstand it and cleave to it as they 
should. I for one. sadly admit that 
many do not understand it and the re­
sult is that they do not make it part 
and parcel of their lives. The so-called 
Christians of today have become rolling 
stones which gather no moss. They do 
not stick to their original faith in 
Christ whom they accepted as their 
Saviour. They change overnight and 
accept something new which they be­
lieve to be a better and true Christia-

nity. The poor Christians is not lead 
by the holy Spirit of Christ but he fol­
lows false teachers who appear to  him 
as God-send, as true prophets of this era.

Who will neglect and 
misuse this sacred right offered to us 
sinners?

A FR IC A ’S HOPE
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Daybreak 
in the Land 
of Cannibals

Women soothsayers are plenti­
ful amongst these people.

That is Msinga where the saving 
Gospel is now proclaimed.

The area inhabited by the Ma-Jozi 
tribe in the Msinga reserve (which lies 
about 35 miles south-east of Dundee, 
Natal), has a very interesting history. 
In olden days it was the homeland of 
canibals. Originally there were four 
maneating tribes, namely the Mbhele, 
Neube, Xaba and Molunge tribes. The 
paramount chief of them all was Hlu- 
palule. He had three towns, one of 
which was where the present farm 
called “Freiburg” near Pomeroy is 
situated. Close to this town is a big 
rock that is known till today by the 
name of “Itshe Lamazimu”, the Rock 
of the Canibals.

I t was customary for Hlapulule’s 
followers to bring to their chief part of 
their human booty. These captured 
human beeings were then taken up the 
rock and their heel tendons cut so as 
to unable them to escape. Here they 
had to wait on their turn to be taken 
down to a big flat rock where they 
were killed and slaughtered. On this 
same rock the marks are still to  be 
found where the cannibals sharpened 
their assegaai’s and knives. On one 
side underneath the rock, there is a 
cavelike opening where it is nice and

cool. Here Hlupalule enjoyed his mid­
day sleep, so it is said, and here he 
often had his meal.

A certain Mr. Otto Klingenberg, a 
former owner of the farm Freiburg, 
investigated these narratives. He found 
part of the rim of a native pot covered 
with soil nearby at this spot. He care­
fully excavated it. Inside the pot he 
found three parts of a human skull 
and a number of other bones. The 
round pot was about 18 inches high 
and 12 inches in diameter.

During the reign of Dingaan, the 
Zulu chief, cannibals were practically 
exterminated. This was done because 
they caught and roasted some of the 
herdboys, who tended the cattle of 
Sandhlovu Sithole. This man was the 
son of one of Tsjaka’s friends, chief 
Jobe, to whom Tsjaka gave residence 
at eLenge (Jobs Kop) and who was 
married to a sister of Tsjaka and Din­
gaan.

Sandhlovu was furious about the 
killing of his herdboys and immediate­
ly sent one of his sons to notify Chaka 
about it. After a fews days the messen­
ger came back with the news that 
Chaka died in the meantime and that

Dingaan succeeded him as chief. “Din- 
gaan’s message is,” said the messenger, 
“if you notice game fleeing in the 
direction of the Buffalo-river, from 
west to east, then gather all your stock 
at your village, because behind the 
game, there will be my impis.”

These impis, who attacked from the 
west, practically annihilated all canni­
b a ls___ old and young, mother and
child, son and daughter. They were so 
thoroughly exterminated that very few 
survived. The Sithole-tribe was left in 
possession of this area until the sixties 
of the former century. However, in 
1863 the chief, Matshane Sithole, re­
volted against the British Government 
and was compelled to flee over the 
Buffalo-river into Zululand. Many of 
his tribe followed him, but others 
stayed in this area.For better control and stability and 
on the advice of Sir Theophilus Shep- 
stone, secretary for Native Affairs, the 
Government appointed one of the in- 
dunas of Matshane, Ngoza, as chief in 
cotrol of the remaining fragments c f 
tribes in this area. He built his village 
Ngabayena, near Pomeroy and named

He grew up with few  cares. His 
father was well-to-do and he used to 
get what he needed in life. Although 
he was brought up not to neglect his 
duties, he had enough leisure time to 
get bored sometimes. Then he yearned 
for adventure. A  future build on his 
present circumstances seemed dull and 
unattractive. Some friends told him of 
a wonderful far country where there 
was real life and happiness in gay 
cities with many friends and above all, 
where one could live independently, 
undisturbed by local connections and 
the scrupulous eyes of conservative 
friends.

These thoughts got hold of his mind 
and so fascinated his beeing that he 
lived in two worlds. The one, where 
his duties became more burdensome 
and tidious every day,, and the “far 
country”, the land of his imagination 
which grew in happiness and prosperi­
ty. the more he idealised it.

But how could he speak to his father 
about it. The bare reality of life was 
that he needed money to go to  the far 
country, to start a new way of life 
there. He needed money to be indepen­
dent. The only one who could give 
him this money, was his old conserva­
tive father. Could he ever understand 
these yearnings of a young man’s 
heart?

Yes, he could. He gave his son the 
best any father could give his child: 
upbringing in the best tradition of 
family life. He will give him “the por­
tion of goods that falleth to him” and 
he is confident that his son will not let 
His name down in his new enterprise 
in the far country. In due course he 
will visit him and he feels sure his son 
will not disappoint him.

His son did disappoint him. He ne­
glected communication with his fath­
er’s house; thought it best that they 
should not know his where-abouts too 
soon; that he got settled down first. In 
the meantime he will enjoy his newly 
gained independence and spend some 
of his fortune on the luxuries of life.

And so he went astray. He could 
not properly adapt himself to his new 
invironment. He chose the wrong 
friends who lead him to indulgence 
and immorality. He became a spend­
thrift, and soon lost all his money. 
When the great crisis came —  “a 
mighty famine”—it found him a poor, 
destitute, wretched sinner, unable to 
gain a  livelihood except by feeding 
swine for a citizen of that country.

Now, for the first time, craving to 
fill his belly with the husks that the 
swine did eat, he allowed his cons­
cience to speak to him. It reminded 
him of the loss of his money, the loss 
of his character and the loss of his 
father’s house! It reminded him of the 
life of sin he lived and how far away 
he strayed from God, whom he 
learned to know in his father’s house. 
At last he was able to locate himself: 
he was lost, straying and hungry, a 
prodigal son in a far country.

It was by the grace of G od that 
he came to himself, and said, “How 
many hired servants of my father’s 
have bread enough and to spare, and 
I perish with hunger! I will arise and 
go to my father, and will say unto him, 
“Father, I have sinned against heaven, 
and before thee, and I am no more 
worthy to be called thy son: make me 
as one of thy hired servants.”

This was the way o f his rehabilita­
tion. Convinced of his guilt, he humbly

went back to put things right with his 
father and confess his sins to God. He 
went back to  where he left "the old 
path where is the good way" that sure­
ly leads to the eternal city of God. 
There is no other short cut. He must 
enter in the straite gate o f regenera­
tion and conversion and walk the nar­
row way o f faith.

SPAIN: A recent report from Spain 
indicates that the Church there is 
growing in spite of severe persecu­
tion. Congregations of up to 500 are 
reported. Pastors avoid all publicity 
if possible, and an active lay wit­
ness is carried on.

LONDON: The Archbishop of Can­
terbury has called for a new defini­
tion of the words “ Protestant” and 
“Catholic”, saying that they are 
used almost purely for propaganda.

NEW YORK: “The Catholic Church 
in Latin America is in deep trouble 
today,” declared Fr. John Considine, 
top Catholic administrator here. He 
called for the rapid development of 
lay leadership for that continent.

M O R E  than 29 million Scriptures 
.were distributed throughout the 
world in 1959 by member groups of 
the United Bible Societies for an 
all-time record. Of this total, the 
American Bible Societies alone was 
responsible for the distribution of 
some 17 million Scriptures.

TANGANYIKA: A mob of African 
villagers attacked the Rev. Paul 
Bruton, head of the Assemblies of 
God mission here, during a sermon 
in a mission church. The attackers 
are reported to have threatened to 
kill the mission leader if he preached 
at the church again.

THA ILA ND: Budhist priests have 
become regular borrowers of Chris­
tian books from a church library in 
Aungthong. reports The China In­
land Mission. Favourite book is 
Billy Graham 's Peace With God.

HONG KONG: The National Com­
mittee of the Protestant Churches in 
China pledged continued support 
for the Communist regime at a con­
ference in Shangai. Peiping Radio 
reported the conference as saying 
they had “transformed themselves 
from an instrument of imperialistic 
aggression into churches adminis­
tered by Chinese Protestants them­
selves.”

You — as a missionary, pastor, 

evangelist or everyday Christian — 
talk about the simple Gospel of repen­
tance.

Your aim is to convert Africans in 
the city, in the forests, on the plains, 
in the deserts.

You are in a  rural area. You hold 
the Bible in your hand. You are 
ready to speak to a chief and his 
people. They like to listen to you, 
though they believe in ancestral spirits 
and witchcraft.

The^ chief has scars on his face and 
chest. The witchdoctor made those 
scars. The chief wanted them so that 
his people would fear him, obey him 
and honour him. He uses drugs and 
magic to add to the delusion of the 
people.

(Some people in urban areas have 
listened to you with great understan­

ding. But remember they are able to 
read the Book themselves).

The chief and his people, though 
polite, listen to you with doubts. You 
might have told them that the super­
natural being they believe in, is the 
true God. You might have condemned 
their practice of witchcraft. They 
listen to your words, but they did not 
understand all that you said, because 
your presentation was not clear. 
Doubts arose.

That brings us to this.
Some of the preaching today tends 

to confuse the Gospel message rather 
than simplify it. The preacher pre­
sumes he is understood. Unless he 
carefully explains what he means, he 
creates conflicts in the minds of his 
listeners.

For instance, Mrs M akhoba did not 
believe the pastor who said, “Jerusa­
lem is a city on earth” .

“Oh, no!” she cried, “ Do not 
mislead me. Jerusalem is in heaven!”

The river Jordan has caused similar 
conflicts. One man said, “In order to 
reach heaven, you must cross the 
River Jordan” . He meant a spiritual 
Jordan. He did not explain. His 
statement created questions, not under­
standing.

Let us take St. John 3:16. “FOR

There is an English expression, the 
meaning and significance of which 
shall remain a constant warning to 
men. It is: “L ook before you leap.” It 
is a fact that cannot be gainsaid that we 
are often warned before undertaking 
any new enterprise which may appear 
unsafe at the beginning. A red sign, 
as a t street corners, where there are 
robots, is a  sign of danger. Stop, is 
the indication. The only wise and 
genuine advice is, therefore, pay heed 
to the warning of danger, otherwise, 
woe unto you! Forwarned, is fore­armed!

It is a common practice of man to 
invert the meaning of this expression, 
“Look before you leap”, in practice 
for the accomplishment of. intentions 
which invariably have unpleasant re­
percussions. It is thus a warning dear 
brethren, that all of us must learn and 
practise to bring all our undertakings 
under close scrutiny and observation 
before coming to any definite decision 
of action. You have undoubtedly ex­
perienced blunder’s of this nature. 
Have you not been sorry once for 
having done a thing, which you would 
have avoided if you cared to listen to 
advice, coupled with the refusal of 
your conscience? I f  I had not done 
this, I would not be like TH IS! Please 
tell us if an incident of this nature has 
never occurred in your lifetime. Please 
tell us. has this happened to you? Tell 
us, please.

Adam and Eve were instructed to eat 
of the fruit of the Garden, but God 
further instructed them: “But of the 
fruit of the tree which is in the midst of 
the garden, Ye shall not eat of it, 
neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die” . 
In this case a  condition was set. Adam 
would not be telling the truth if he said 
he did not know what would happen if 
he ate of the forbidden fruit. He knew. 
He was beforehand told not to eat nor 
touch the fruit of that tree, “Lest ye 
die” . God is a truthful and unfailing 
God. They ate of the fruit of the for­
bidden tree. They were as a  result 
punished by death. If they did not 
fall foul of the law, then what?

“I am the Lord thy God, which have 
brought ye out of the land of Egypt, 
out of the house of bondage. Thou 
shall have no other gods before me. 
. . . .  Thou shall not covet thy neigh­
bour’s. “ God gave men the standards 
neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, 
nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor 
his ass, nor anything that is thy neigh­
bour’s. “God gave men the standards 
of life through Moses. Thev are all 
just straight and simple to  understand.

What shall God do if we do not abide 
by His law?

“If, I sin, then Thou markest me, 
and thou wilt not acquit me from mine 
iniquity”. Job 10:14.

soul of the father, so also the soul of 
the son is mine; the soul that sinneth, it shall die” . Ezekiel 18:4.

“For if we sin wilfully after that we 
have received the knowledge of the 
truth, there remaineth no more sacri­
fice for sin” . Hebrew 10:26.
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ARE YOU CLEAR?

GOD SO LOVED T H E  W ORLD 
T H A T HE GAVE HIS ONLY BE­
GOTTEN SON, T H A T  W HOSOE­
VER BELIEV ED IN  HIM  SHOULD 
NOT PERISH, BUT HAVE E V E R ­
LASTING L IFE ”.

This wonderful, powerful verse has, 
because of poor teaching sometimes 
created confusion for some rural 
Africans.

First of all, he comes to think of 
God as a person who has a wife, for 
the verse says He has a Son. 
Secoundly, he wonders whether God 
had only a Son, not a daughter. He is 
suprised to hear later from Christians 
that God had no wife.

Unclear teaching on such a vital 
subject, plus the Africa’s religious 
backgrond, create conflicts in his 
mind, however sincere his desire to 
understand. He just cannot believe, 
for example, that he can have everlas­
ting life and not perish. He sees 
Christians die as other men die. He 
then draws the conclusion that what is 
preached to him is not true.

Many have turned away from the 
truth of the Gospel because some who 
preached it failed to make it under­
stood.

It is the duty of Christ’s disciples to 
make the Gospel understood, especial­
ly when he preaches to the African 
who has a background so different 
from his own (European pastor or 
missionary).

The African always relates Christian 
teaching to his own background, and 
from these he goes on to intepret.

Of necessity, therefore, we have to 
understand his background to present 
the Gospel in a way in which he can 
understand it.

Christ knew the people whom He 
taught. We Christians cannot do less.

home of one of his early converts, 
Seviro Cosio who belonged to a well 
known family in Zacatecas. When, in 
1872. circumstances obliged him to re­
turn home, he immediately began pres­
sing the North American missionary 
societies to begin work in Mexico. Ten 
years later, on 16 July, 1882, he preach­
ed the sermon at the dedication of the 
Presbyterian Church in Zacatecas, 
housed in what had been built, exactly 
a centurv before, as the Roman 
Catholic Church of St. Augustin. He 
died in May, 1896, in Philadelphia.

Miss Rankin was a quite fearless 
missionary volunteer, who supported 
her work omong Mexicans partly on 
private means and partly with tbe-belp 
of friends. She began in the U.S.A. 
with a day school for Me^i^an 
children, which was opened in 1852 
in Brownsville in Tevas, and which 
she later transferred to the Mexican 
town of Matamoros. This was in 1857

when religious liberty was established 
by the promulgation of the Mexican 
Constitution. In 1860, she was 
appointed representative of the Ameri­
can Bib’e Society, and established a 
centre for them at Monterrey. This 
work meant that she had to travel 
widely in the north of the country, and 
allowed her to set up 14 preaching 
stations which she handed over to the 
Presbyterian Mission when ill health 
made her leave Mexico in 1872.

On 1 October, 1872, the first mis­
sionaries of the Presbyterian Church, 
U.S.A. landed at Veracruz. The party 
existed of three ministers and their 
wives, the daughter of one of these 
couples, and an unmarried woman mis­
sionary. Before the end of the year 
they were joined by another minister 
and his wife. The group divided into 
two, one half going to Zacatecas and 
the other to Mexico City. In both 
cases the ground had already been pre­
pared. In Zacatecas, where Prevost 
had worked, the first communicants 
were admitted and the Sacrament cele­
brated for the first time on 15 
February. 1874.

In Mexico City, a congregation was 
already in eWstence, which was led by 
Agustin Palacios, a former Roman 
priest, and Arcadio Morales. This 
group had separated from the Episco­
pal Church. The missionaries decribed 
to them the doctrine and forms of 
government he’d by the Presbyterian 
Church. Morales and a part of the 
congregation then joined the American 
Presbyterians, who rented a large hall 
in which services were held. On 21 
May. 1874, a specifically Presbyterian 
congregation was established, and t^e 
first communicants, headed bv Morales 
himself. was received into membership 
of t^e Precbvterian '"'hurcb

Meanwhile, in 1873, another missio­
nary had paid a rapid visit to the north 
of the country. This was the Rev. 
Antonio Tomas Graybill of the Presby­terian Church. U.S. — the snnthprn a<; 
opposed to the northern branch of 
Presbyterianism in the U.S.A. The 
following year Graybill returned to the 
town of M atamoros in the state of 
Tampico. There he came in touch 
with a family of Miss Rankin’s group 
from the Brownville day, learned 
Spanish, and brought in other workers 
to strengthen his cause. He was able 
to establish several communities in the

try is isolated, mountainous and cov­
ered with bush. The climate is very 
hot and does not stimulate initiative. 
Many of them live a very primitive life 
and there are very few Christians 
amongst them. Because of soil erosion 
and lack of fertility they find it very 
hard to make a living and sometimes 
as much as 80 per cent of the men are 
working in the industrial areas to 
maintain their families. Few of them 
go to the mines. They prefer to work 
in flats, hospitals and as domestic ser­
vants. What the effect of this contact 
with the outside world will be in future 
on the tribe, remains to be seen.

It is in this area that the N.G. Bantu 
Church of the Cape Province started 
a mission on the 29th of October 1960. 
A Zulu evangelist, Mr. D. Maduma.

was sent there to start the work, which 
will be done chiefly amongst the old 
people, the women and children in the 
absence of the men who work outside 
the reserve. This, however, does not 
discourage him, for if the mothers 
could be won for the Kingdom of God, 
the nation could be christianised. Be­
sides. there are the children of whom 
Christ said: “Suffer little children to 
come unto me, and forbid them not: 
for of such is the Kingdom of God.” 
Luk. 18:16.

QUESTION 

WORTH 
ASKING

We cannot today realize the impact 
of the Life of the Lord Jesus Christ 
on the lives of His contempories. A f­
ter 1900 years the Christian has be­
come used to that marvellous Life. We 
are often unnecessarily surprised that 
people put such unbelieving (and as 
far as we of today are concerned 
sometimes, unbelievable) questions. 
And yet, they were perfectly natural 
queries. The impact of His words and 
actions must have been tremendous.

After living a quiet life for thirty 
years, spending the major portion in a 
small village called Nazareth, he one 
day was found among the crowd at 
the river Jordan. Quietly he requested 
his nephew John to baptize him. Noth­
ing extraordinary. But then He was 
invited to attend a marriage-feast at Cana.

Here He set the tongues rolling. A t 
His suggestion the M aster of Ceremo­
nies had a number of cannisters filled 
with water. On pouring the water out 
for the consumption of those present 
it was found that the water had be­
come wine of a wonderfully rich fla­
vour. Trickery? No suggestion was 
made of any such thing, because too 
many had witnessed the whole epi­
sode. You would only have been 
laughed at, had you ventured to do so.

A miracle had been performed by 
the Man from Nazareth.

People wondered and talked.
For close on three years one miracle 

followed the other. The blind saw, 
cripples walked, deaf were made to 
hear. All at His word or touch.

Is He the promised Messiah, the 
Son of the living God? This was the 
topic of discussion in and outside Is­
rael. Shepherds tending their flocks, 
businessmen caravanning in the desert, 
shopkeepers at their streetstalls, wo­
men caring for their children, even the 
Churchleaders —  all asked themselves 
this selfsame question.

Israel, the Sanhedrin, cross-questioned 
Him. Are you really the Son of God?

A day later Jesus was Crucified. A 
Roman centurian stood at the foot of 
the cross directing operations with a 
very critical mind. Suddenly he spoke 
out “This was the Son of God.”

Son of God! A man crucified by 
men! Doesn’t the fact of His suffering 
and death negative the claim that He 
is the Son of God. Thank God, it does nothing of the kind.

Calvary was not the failure but the 
glorious consummation of H is Life’s purpose.

The world needed a Saviour from 
sin. The world needed someone to die 
in the stead of sinful man. The world 
needed someone to be a propitiation 
for the sin of man. No man could a t­
tempt that task: no angel fulfil that 
role. The Onlybegotten Son of the 
Father undertook that great task.

states of Tamaulipas and Nuevo Leon 
before his death in 1905 after 31 years 
of continuous missionary service.

The Mexican Church cannot fail to 
recall the work of its missionaries. In 
a  surprisingly short time a devoted 
band of preachers and evangelists had 
been formed. Among those men, 
Arcadio Morales and Leandro Garza 
Mora are outstanding. Morales was 
born in Mexico City in 1850. At ten 
his mother first introduced him to the 
Bible, and in a few years the boy was 
eagerly reading it for himself in the 
goldsmith’s shop where he worked. Ai 
19 he attended his first evangelistic 
meeting, was converted, and voluteered 
as a colporteur. His new work took 
him to Puebla, where he suffered per­
secution and was at one point in 
danger of death. As has already been 
described, he later joined with the 
former priest, Palacios, in Mexico City, 
and finally with the missionaries from 
the Presbyterian Church. U.S.A. 
Eventually, he was ordained to the 
holy ministry along with ten others, 
and called to the Divino Salvador 
Church in Mexico City in 1878. He 
remained minister of that congrega­
tion until his death in 1922. Mora, 
who was born in 1854, came in touch 
with Graybill and through him was 
encouraged to consider entering the 
ministry. He was ordained in 1879,

Ago
(From the Diary o f Rev. T. C. VLO K )

It is Sunday, July the 4th 1897, and 
we are at Molembo. Out here every­
thing is lively —  many people are a t­
tending. Attention is good and we be­
lieve That the seed of His Kingdom 
has fallen into good soil. Fourty-five 
men and women, who are in the cate­
chism class, receive instruction. A glo­
rious Sabbath-day is being spent 
amongst the heathen. The Lord did 
bless the work of the evangelist. To 
Him the honour be.
Monday, 5th July:

Since the early morning bussy with 
troublesome cases. The church build­
ing is big (79 x 26 x 16 feet) with a ve­
randah 8 feet high right round. There 
are eleven small windows, but they 
provide sufficient light. On the largest 
door, there is a signboard with the fol­
lowing inscription: Refuge for the 
straying in the name of this house. The 
building is made of grass and posts 
and costs the mission about £4. This 
is very encouraging. We cannot thank 
God enough for it.

Tonight we had nice fresh fish. It 
costs 4 |d . per bunch of 26. One of the 
people brought me a fat wild goose 
that has been shot a short while ago. 
The evangelists got a few moorhens.

helped to establish several congrega­
tions in the north of the country, and 
was finally called to the church in 
Linares, where he died just before the 
second world war.

The 
people were courageous and we suc­
ceeded in killing the brute. We then 
knelt down and thanked God that He 
granted our prayers. The people ac­
knowledged that it was God who ans­
wered our prayers.

be formed were Zacatecas (1883), 
Tamaulipas (1884) and Mexico City 
(1885). The latest addition was the 
Presbytery of the North, in the state of 
Coahuila, which was formed only in 
1941. The situation is constantly 
changing, as improved transport dicta­
tes the union of older presbyteries and 
the needs of the Church set up new 
ones, but at present there are 11 pres­
byteries in the Church.

The next stage came with the forma­
tion. in 1901, of the first synod, the 
socalled General Synod which consis­
ted of the four presbyteries then in 
being. The Synod of the Gulf of 
Mexico was set up in 1944, and the 
Central Synod in 1947.

Finally, in November 1947, the first 
General Assembly of the National 
Presbyterian Church of Mexico met in 
the Divino Salvador Church, Mexico 
City, with Rev. Jose Coffin as mode­
rator and Rev. Ezequiel Lango as 
clerk. The Church at present numbers
66.000 communicant members with a 
baptized membership estimated at 
220.000. With 11 presbyteries grouped 
in three synods, it has around 200 con­
gregations and some 100 ministers.

TODAY

“The Service of the Christian in 
Europe Today” is the theme for the 
European Area Council of the World 
Presbyterian Alliance. This continues 
the Alliance’s thinking on “The Ser­
vant Lord and his Servant People”, 
theme of the 18th General Council 
(Sao Paulo, 1959). A similar emphasis 
was made by the North American 
Area when it met last January. Prior 
to the Area Council, three question­
naires on the service of the Christian 
will have appeared in some 80 papers 
of the European religious press. They 
aim at testing the reactions of general 
readers and specialized groups to the theme.

The Area Council will meet in Z u­
rich. 24-29 August. Addresses will be 
delivered by the Rev. Albert Finet, 
editor of Reforme, Paris; Dr. Josef 
Hromadka, Theological professor in 
Prague and a former Alliance Vice- 
President; and Rev. Dr. Ian Fraser, 
warden of the Scottish Churches’ 
House, a new ecumenical centre for 
lay leadership. The titles of their ad­
dresses are: “Hopelessness and Hope 
in Europe Today” (Finet), “Who are 
the People of God in Europe today?” 
(Hromadka), and “What are the choi­
ces —  social, political, personal —  for 
the Christian in Europe Today?” 
(Fraser).

Bible Study will be on I Peter, led 
by Professor Pierre Bonnard of Lau­
sanne. A  feature of the Council is a 
programme that makes Bible Study the 
focal point in each day’s discussion. 
Zurich University’s chaplain Rev. 
Eduard Wildbolz, has prepared a study 
guide in consultation with Professor 
Bonnard and Alliance Staff members. 
The study guide appears in the Alli­
ance’s three official languages, French, 
German and English and is available 
from Church Offices. The title is the 
conference theme, and the cover shows 
a maze, the labyrinth in which modern 
Europeans find themselves.

Central to the Council’s purpose is 
to bring together a representative as 
possible a group from the Area’s 28 
member Churches. It is an attempt to 
see what, in a politically divided 
Europe, Reformed Christians can say 
and do in common. The meeting place

was chosen in light of an assurance 
that no difficulty would arise over en­
try visas from any European country. 
3 |  million Reformed Christians live in 
the U.S.S.R. and in the People’s De­
mocracies.

When quite 
cold, ice with Coffee Icing.

Coffee Icing
Have ready:
2 tablespoons butter.
2 cups sifted icing sugar.
1 tablespoon coffee essence.
2 to 3 tablespoons milk.

How to prepare:
Beat butter and coffee essence to ­

gether until well blended; gradually 
add icing sugar, beating well after 
each addition. Add milk, a little at a 
time, until a good spreading consisten­
cy is achieved. Cover top and sides of 
cake with icing, using fork to roughen 
sides.

THIS WAS Christ’s command to His 
followers, although they were but few 
in a very hostile community. The 
greatest number of them together on 
one occasion was mentioned by St. 
Paul, who spoke of more than five 
hundred brethren who saw the Lord 
Jesus Christ after H is resurrection. 
There was probably less than one tenth 
of this number when, for fear of the 
Jews, they were together behind locked 
doors, and Jesus came and stood 
among them, and said unto them: “As 
the Father sent me, so send I you.”

But before He left them, He gave 
them the more comprehensive com­
mand: “Full authority in heaven and 
on earth has been committed to Me. 
Go forth therefore and make all na­
tions My disciples, . . . and teach them 
to observe all that I  have commanded you.”

“Make all nations My disciples by 
bearing witness for Me.” Could these 
frightened people, who seek refuse be­
hind locked doors, execute a command 
like this? They could, and did when 
the conditions were fulfilled.

You must wait for the promise made 
by My Father. Christ admonished 
them. Christ Himself had told them 
of this promise: Y ou will be baptised 
with the Holy Spirit within the next 
few days. Waitine upon God is the 
secret of powerful living and powerful 
witnessing. To be baptised or filled 
with the Holy Ghost, means to  receive

power. Once God had fulfilled this promise to His disciples, they were 
no more the frightened, locked-in con­
gregation, hiding for fear of the Jews, 
only caring for their own safety. They 
were the dynamic witnesses who open­
ly challenged the very same Jews in 
the temple with an indictment like 
this: “ Ye denied the Holy One and the 
Just, and desired a murderer to be 
granted unto you; ye killed the Prince 
of life, whom God hath raised from 
the dead; where of we are witnesses. 
When charged before the rulers and 
elders and scribes, they never thought 
of their own safety but Peter, filled 
with the Holy Ghost, said unto these 
selfsame rulers. Ye rulers of the people, 
and elders of Israel, if we this day be 
examined of the good deed done to 
this impotent man. bv what means he 
is made whole: be it known unto you 
all. and to all the people of Israel, that 
by the name of Jesus Christ of Naza­
reth. whom ye crucified, whom Cod  
raised from the dead, even by Him 
doth this man stand here before you 
whole. . . . Neither is there salvat'on 
in any other; for there is none other 
name under heaven given amonc man, 
whereby we must be saved.”  This in­
structive evidence given to the learned 
leaders of their nation, was indeed evi­
dence of a powerfully inspired witness 
to their personal knowledge and ex­
perience of Jesus Christ. No wonder 
we read: The word of God increased;

and the number of the disciples m ulti­
plied in Jerusalem greatly; and a great 
company of priests were obedient to the faith.'’

This is the message of Pentecost: 
God’s fulfilment of His promise that 
His Church would be baptised — 
drenched and filled — by the Holy 
Ghost. Some time after Pentecost, 
after they had been persecuted for their 
testimony, we read: “When they were 
assembled together, they were all filled  
with the Holy Ghost. and they spake 
the word of God with boldness.”

Can we wait upon God to fulfill 
His promise in our lives? If we have 
time for God. time to spend in prayer, 
time for co m m u n io n  with Christ, we 
too may receive power and speak with 
tongues of fire and so bear witness to 
Christ in a hostile  world. God has 
used sp iritu a l rev ivals in the past to 
give d irec tio n  to the re fo rm a tio n , in 
the days of the p ie tism . He can do 
it today if only C hristians are wiping 
to wait on Him and be filled with the Holy Spirit

Dear Prayer Helpers and Friends,

God be thanked for another success­
ful year of labouring in His vineyard 
In this end-of-the-year report, “I will 
mention the loving-kindness of the 
Lord, and the praises of the Lord, ac­
cording to all that the Lord hath be­
stowed on us, and the great goodness 
toward (us), which He bestowed on 
(us) according to His mercies, and ac­
cording to the multitude of His loving- 
kindness.” (Isaiah 63:7)

We praise God that earlier this year 
our primary at Mampong (Ghana) was 
finally accorded official approval. This 
mean greater assistance and greater 
responsibilities as well as a need for 
greater prayer help. This term ended 
with 71 deaf children enrolled, while 
some 120 more stood on our waiting 
list. Our class at Accra remained the 
same enrollment-wise (21 deaf adu’ts). 
though wanting in regular attendance 
— a fault, no doubt of our small over­
worked staff. Jesus promised that His 
Word will not return to Him void. 
Several students, bom deaf and other­
wise, are slowly but surely bearing this 
testimony. It is gratifying to observe 
their awareness of His ever presence, 
and their attempts to relate His power 
to their daily lives. Please remember 
these young ones in prayer regularly 
as we continue to minister the Word of Grace to  them.

At our new school in Ibadan (Ni­
geria), which was opened last May, 
we also see the loving-kindness of the 
Lord. A lot of material needs were 
secured. Many interesting visitors 
dropped in. leaving gifts behind: also 
a number of gifts were received from 
you for which we are most thankful. 
All along we were able to operate in 
the black. However, the question of 
official recognition is still before the 
authorities. Out of 140 applications. 
64 precious deaf children, mostly from 
Moslem homes, are crowded here 
learning to earn their daily bread as 
well as read about the Bread of Life. 
Like the prophecy of Isaiah 29:18,

perhaps all are “hearing” the W ords of 
the Book for the first time. We all 
would deeply appreciate more prayer and support.

Praise God for more of His great 
goodness toward us! You will recall 
that, by faith, we brought two more 
teachers, both deaf, from another part 
of Nigeria to train in Ghana last July. 
Their government has just advanced 
them study grants, which may be a 
step toward recognition of our pro­
posed school for the deaf in that re­
gion. Both fellows have been attend­
ing our Sunday evenings retreat for 
prayer fellowship and Bible study, 
with almost two Emmaus courses to 
their credit. Both have openly con­
fessed Christ as their Savior, and have 
expressed their desire to shred their 
Roman Catholic background; also to 
follow the Lord Jesus into baptism 
by total immersion. Academically, 
their record is iust as impressive. Pray 
that Brothers Ogueua and O korie will 
become able academic teachers and 
spiritual leaders of the deaf in this country.

We tried in vain to send Bro. Seth 
Tetteh-Ocloo to Gallaudet College in 
Washington D C. this vear to train in 
the education of the deaf. M ay God 
era*n ^ s  full passage (837 dollars) by next September.

According tr> God’s mercv. we were 
able, on a verv short notice, to substi­
tute and send Bro. Henry D. Cobb’ah 
to England for a vear’s course in ‘audi­
tory training.” This also appeared like 
God’s answer to our lone prayer for 
a teacher of speech and lipreading. 
But after only five days in London, a 
thief at Bro. Cobblah’s hotel made off 
with his briefcase containing his pass­
port, return ticket, allowance check.

and valuable papers. Naturally, we 
began to wonder if we were on the 
right track concerning God’s will, or 
whether Satan was trying to  play us 
into his hands. However, almost ex­
actly two months later the police 
handed Bro. Cobblah his briefcase 
with not a thing mising. Again, we 
certainly praise God for His loving- kindness.

Some incidences seem trivial, but 
merit thanks to God nevertheless. Dur­
ing a cold thunderstorm last July, a snake apparently took refuge in a 
crowded classroom. Two months 
later our night watchman killed an­
other snake near the entrance of the 
girls’ sleeping quarters. Then last 
month Bro. Seth unwitted stood on 3 
curled up snake for several seconds. 
How we thank God for protecting us 
from danger —  known and unknown; past, present and future!

Supervising schools in Mampong 
and Ibadan require alternative monthly 
driving of 850 miles —  but not on 
super highways. When we note the 
smashed cars alone the way, we are 
humbled to thank God repeatedly for 
the mercies bestowed on us.

Finally, but by no means least, we 
all are highly indebted for your prayer 
and support, as you have felt burdened 
by the Lord. We trust to  have this 
precious fellowship continually as we 
face the herculean tasks ahead. Our 
praver for you is found in Numbers 6:24-26.

T H E Y  TOOK His garments, and 
made four parts, to every soldier a 
part. So there were four of them. 
Maybe the centurion did not share 
in the booty. Accordingly he was not 
considered when the garments were 
parted.

Their job was to execute the sen­
tence that was passed on the accused. 
Therefore they nailed Him to the cross 
and planted the pole so that He should 
hang on the nails. They did it with 
some consideration: They gave Him 
vinegar to drink mingled with gall, and 
could not help that He would not 
drink it when He had tasted thereof. 
Now it was their duty to sit down and 
watch Him during the long and tedious 
hours of His suffering to see that He 
does not come off the cross or that He 
is not taken down bv others. At the 
end of it all. they will make sure of 
His death, if necessary by breaking His legs.

What did they notice during the six 
hours of their watch?

They saw the wooden cross they 
planted.— But they failed to see the 
symbol of reconciliation, the cross that 
is foolishness to them that perish but 
unto those who are saved, the power 
of God. How could these four so'diers 
see in that cross the distinguishing 
token of coming Christianity, a token 
and patem that will mark ten thou­
sands of buildings, erected through 
centuries to come, as places of wor­
ship and adoration for the very same 
Man whose suffering thev are watch­
ing. That cross and that Man would 
be associated inseparably in the minds 
of manv coming venerations with their 
most elevated affections. How could 
they see in this cross the symbol of 
the religion of millions of people to 
come? They knew not what they saw.

They saw the crucified one. They 
watched His sufferings as they prob­
ably did in the case of many others, 
whose capital punishment they were 
ordered to execute, without knowing 
that He was the only divine M edia­
tor between God and man. They 
gambled for the possession of His 
meagre earthly possessions without 
knowing that He himself was the great­
est Gift of God to mankind, the highest 
attainable riches in life. They noticed 
His bodily passion, without knowing 
that there, before their eyes He was 
accomplishing the work of atonement 
for the sins of all the world. They 
saw Him dying without knowing that 
by His death He assures everlasting 
life for whosoever believeth in Him.

They were blind watchers at the cross.
But still thev did notice a few things 

which carried their enlightening mes­sage into their souls.
The signs that accompanied His pas­

sion and death — the darkness over 
the land from the sixth hour unto the 
ninth hour, the earthquake —  occa­
sioned confidence in His life. That 
morning when they started their job 
of crucifying Him. they did not take 
notice of His prayer: Father, forgive 
them; for they know not what they do. 
After they had finished their watch 
in the afternoon, they feared greatly 
saying. Truly this was the Son of God.

How many blind watchers of the 
cross there are still today. Going to

work, coming home, hurrying along 
the busy streets of our cities and towns, 
they notice the symbol o f the cross on 
churches, memorials, etc., without real­
ising the work of atonement which 
was consummated on the Cross of Cal­
vary, without a thought of the Christ 
who died on it to be their personal Saviour.

Society marked its 136th year at the 
annual meeting here on M arch 15.

It is one of five Baptist 
churches closed by the Spanish govern­
ment in 1958.

CASTRO’S GOAL FO R  CUBA is 
the establishment of two national 
churches, one Roman Catholic and 
the other Protestant, according to re­
fugees interviewed by Adon Taft, reli­
gious editor of the Miami Herald. 
“Severing the Cuban Catholic Church 
from its ties with Rome and setting 
up a  Cuban ‘Pope’ with Communist 
leanings,” says Taft, appears to be the 
first aim of the present government. 
He also reported that harassment of 
Protestant churches has begun and 
“ half a  dozen clergymen are being 
groomed to become the ‘hierarchy’ of 
the national Protestant church, with 
one of them slated to become boss of 
the church with cabinet rank.”  —

Holding the book tightly, the Indian 

woman told why she wanted the book.
“ In our village there is a boy who 

was very bad,”  she explained. “ He 
fought with the other boys; he disre­
garded his parents; he laughted at the 
old people. But one day someone 
gave him this little booklet. He read 
it, and from that day on he has been

part of their possessions behind. After 
more than 40 years ol service, the mis­
sionaries leave 29 day schools, a  Bible 
school, a  printing piant, SO churcnes 
and preaching points, and 3,000 adfle- 
rents. All mission operations have 
been turned over to national Christian leaders.

JERU SA LEM : A  new hoard of 
Dead Sea Scrolls has been discovered 
in the same cave area where the first 
scrolls were found in late 1940’s. The 
discovery was made by an am ateur 
archaeologist who was one of a party 
of 160 scholars, soldiers and volun­
teers who were exploring the Judean 
desert area under the direction of P ro­
fessor Yigael Yadin. The find included 
70 fragile documents, tools, coins, and 
skeletons. The scrolls probably relate 
to the period of Simon Bar-Kochba, 
leader of the last Jewish revolt against 
the Romans in the second century. — 
News from The Sunday School Times.)

Your daughter once got hold of a  
love story magazine. She read it with 
great interest because she is involved 
in a secret love affair somewhere 
around the corner. She has reminded 
you many times not to forget to bring 
her a copy of the magazine. She tells 
you she’s just looking at the pictures!

Bob is your only son. He is a crime 
story fan. You remember the two- 
and-sixpence that disappeared from 
your dressing table last month. He 
had seen a new crime comic, so he 
wanted to include it in his list.

L et us return to the bookstore. 
Having paid your account, you look 
around for a  new author. There you 
are, a new political book. You read 
the title: Africa Changes Face. You 
buy it. It costs R4. You quickly 
glance through its pages, the headings 
are fascinating. This should be a good 
book, my wife will like it too.

People want to be free. They riot 
for their freedom. They demonstrate 
placards. “ We want Khandakhulu to  
lead us.” Some write: "Release Qa- 
kala from Jail”; others: “We Die To­
gether!” But what causes this? I t is 
because you and 1, and even perhaps 
our leaders, have not included one 
book in our book-list.

The Bible is the commonest and 
perhaps the cheapest of all books. It 
has served many in their requirements.

T H E  W ORD RED EM PTIO N  is used 
in all theological spheres. I t  has a 
very broad meaning to every believer. 
It is the ulterior object to those who 
have accepted Christ as the Saviour 
of their souls. By grace they are free­
ly justified, through the redemption 
that God wrought in Christ. That re­
demption is based upon the fact that 
God laid our sins and ills upon Jesus 
Christ. “Him who knew no sin, God 
made to become sin that we might be­
come the righteousness of God in Him.”

Christ thus became the Sin-bearer 
and God accepted His substitutionary 
sacrifice on our behalf. Remember 
this great sacrifice: He died for our 
sins! We are relieved by His death 
and we are saved by His death. He 
was raised from the dead because He 
had put sin away. He has satisfied 
the necessities and the claims of jus­
tice. Christ was the first-born out of 
the dead. The crown of thorns He 
wore at His death, was substituted by 
the crown of victory and glory. He 
arose from the grave because He had 
conquered Satan. Redemption thus 
became a fact, a certainty, a reality: 
“In whom we have our redemption 
through His blood, the remission of 
our trespasses, according to the riches 
of His grace, which He made to 
abound toward us in all wisdom and 
prudence.”  Christ is our Redeemer.

If we hold our redemption _ as a 
theory or as a doctrine, surely it will 
b rinq us no reality. Let us say: 
“Father. I  thank Thee for my perfect 
redemption that this body of mine is 
no longer under the dominance of

Satan, that my mind and senses are 
no longer to be dominated by the ad­
versary, I am free, and by T hy grace
I  will no longer be entangled by the 
yoke of bondage.” T hat is the reality 
of redemption. In  the course of our 
Christian endeavour, our capital aspi­
ration is our redemption. We strive 
for redemption. “F or the redemption 
of their soul is precious. . . .” said 
the Psalmist.

Satan has suffered an eternal defeat 
at the hands of Jesus Christ. We must 
make mention of an eternal redemption 
God wrought in His Son. H is Son, 
Jesus Christ, has satisfied the claims 
of justice. He sits at the head of the 
New Creation, at the right hand of His 
Father. This New Creation is free 
from the dominion of Satan. Who is 
the head of this new creation? Jesus 
Christ, the Son of God, Him who “ . . . 
was wounded for our transgressions, 
He was bruised for our iniquities: the 
chastisement of our peace was upon 
Him; and with His stripes we are 
healed.” That is Jesus Christ. He is 
the Head. The door is open to any­
body who accepts Christ. Do you ac­
cept Christ as the only One who offers 
redemption? Then you will enjoy your 
rights in this redemption.

It must needs be that the whole 
Christian world will wake up from the 
excuses of old. such as: ( 1)_I was bap­
tised; (2) received into full member­
ship of the church; (3) paying my 
church dues regularly; (4) going to 
church every day, etc. That is quite 
alrieht for the existence of the church. 
Wonderfully good, too. Have you ac­
cepted Christ as your Saviour? Is it

Christ whom you confess as your 
Saviour? Did you die with Christ? 
Were you buried with Christ? Did 
you rise from the dead with a crown 
of glory and victory and by your re­
surrection was Satan vanquished? 
Were you judged with Him? This is 
important: be with Christ rather than 
be Christian! We must live anew, live 
in Christ and live Christ. “For by 
grace have ye been saved through faith; 
and that not of yourselves, it is the 
gift of God, and not of works lest any 
m an should glory.” No works that 
man could do would have any value. 
Why? Every man was spiritually dead 
and the good things he would do to 
redeem himself, would be the works 
of a spiritually dead man.

God comes in the person of His 
Son. He became sin on behalf of man; 
assumed all that men had done. He 
met the claims of justice. He satisfied 
the need of fallen man. “Neither by 
the blood of goats and calves, but by 
His own blood He entered a t once into 
the Holy Place, having obtained eter­
nal redemption for us.” Christ now 
sits at the right hand of the Father. 
He sends the Holy Spirit. The Holy

FACTS are stubborn things. You 
may argue with them, deny them, seek 
to explain them away, but there they 
are, as real and incontestable as ever. 
Our inability to explain or understand 
a thing does not rob it of its reality, 
and shutting our mental eyes does not 
make it disappear. W ith this in mind 
let us think of the fact of sin.

“All have sinned and come short of 
the glory of God.” Do you challenge 
this? Most men and women acknow­
ledge that there is “something wrong” 
with them, a “something” which mars 
their lives and brings sence of frus­
tration. a “something” within, stronger 
than themselves, against which they 
fight in vain, and they realise the truth 
of the words of the Bible, The good 
that I  would do I  do not; but the evil 
which I would not, that I  do.” Then 
there is that wilful breaking of God’s 
laws to which all must confess. Uni­
versal experience proves this to  be 
true, and I doubt if there is one who 
will dare to plead “not guilty.”
