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REPORT FOR 1935.1937

T H E  short history of T alitha H om e makes one dare believe that 
the day of miracles is not past. T his experim ent in the field 
of Juvenile Delinquency is the outcome of the united faith 

and courage of a few  missionary women of various denominations in 
Johannesburg. T h ey  were appalled by the fact that during 1934 
239 young N on-European girls were brought before the Juvenile 
C ourt at Auckland Park, the m ajority  as first offenders. O f these 
over 100 were sentenced to fines or imprisonment (only a few  could 
pay fines) while 15 were sent to the Eshowe Reformatory, Natal, 
in  lieu o f any better place— 5 1 were given suspended or postponed 
sentences.

T hese Christian workers banded themselves into a Committee. 
M any •..'ere the visits paid to Officials of Organisations, Magistrates, 
Probation Officers, N ative Commissioners, M unicipality, and to the 
Education D epartm ent itself. Everywhere they were received with 
svmpathv and interest. T h ere  were months of search for a suitable 
property or site, but all in vain, until through the k nd offices of 
the M anager for Native Affairs and his C -m m ittee, the C itv  Council 
of Johannesburg offered them over an acre o f land at the upper 
corner of the W estern Native Tow nship at the nominal rental of £1 
a year. T h en  by d in t o f persistent effort, the Ccm m ittee ra sed 
£4 ,500  for a two-storey building and equipm ent and just two years 
ago on October 19th, 1935, T alitha H om e was opened, 18 months 
after the idea was first born in the hearts of these earnest women.

Again last M arch, the burden o f debt weighing heavily, an 
intensive drive for funds was made and in three weeks a further 
£1 ,300  was brought in from the ever-generous public o f Johannes­
burg. T o-day we are in the unusual and enviable state of “  owing 
no man anything.”  T h is  position, however, jnust not for a moment 
imply affluence, for the G overnm ent subsidy for each committed 
g irl, together w ith  the annual grant of £100 gratefully received from 
the  M unicipality , only barely makes possible the payment cf our 
m onthly budget. T h ere  is no m argin for upkeep, for the unexpected, 
o r for necessarv developments. H ence, it may not be ami s to suggest 
tha t annual subscriptions from our friends would be gratefully wel­
comed for the rein ing year.



In the two year's o f its existence T alitha  H om e has cared for 
121 girls for a longer or shorter period. 82 of these were from  the 
Johannesburg area— 22 girls have been transferred to the Eshowe 
Reformatory, the ir influence proving definitely bad— +7 have 
absconded, 20 of these being still at large. T h e  peak age of delin­
quency is sixteen years. According to the W om an Probation Officer 
in Johannesburg, 73 out of a total of 198 cases dealt w ith in 1936, 
were of that age. T h e  average age of girls so far com m itted to 
T alitha is 18 jears. In  the case of absconders the lure of the old 
unrestrained life with the opportunities fcr drink and sexual 
experiences has proved too strong. B itter tears of repentance often  
accompany the return  o f the  run-aways.

But we have come to feel strongly that a wholesome moral and 
social environm ent does not suffice to combat the elemental passions 
and temptations of these undisciplined children. T h ere  must be a 
change of heart, a spiritual re-b irth , before these young souls are 
armoured to meet the problems and allurements of life in an urban 
community. T o  this end there are stated times for Prayers and 
Meetings, visits from clergymen, both European and African, as 
well as attendance at Sunday services in Sophiatown. T h e  Super­
intendent finds tim e for heart to heart talks and many are the 
confidences received, often pitifully revealing.

T r a i l i n g . — T h e  girls do all the work at T alitha H om e, receiv­
ing a thorough training in housewifery, cookery, needlework and 
laundry. T hey  are taught to make their own uniforms and other 
clothing, while the well-equipped laundry takes in a num ber of 
orders and the girls become proficient laundresses.

Everyone has two hours a day of class-room instruction, for 
many come with no knowledge of reading and w riting . Already a 
num ber have been going out unaccompanied for daily domestic work 
in adjoining suburbs and returning at sundown. Several of these 
have proved acceptable and efficient. O thers have had to be recalled 
and disciplined fo r misuse of the confidence placed in them . D uring 
a num ber of months, four of our girls went for daily tra !ning as 
nursemaids to Thabong, the N ursery School at F.kutuleni in Sophia- 
town.

U n d er Act 31 of 1937 recently passed, M agistrates are no 
longer bound to commit fo r stated terms. T h e  period of detention 
is now left to the discretion of Superintendents of Hostels. T hus



there are given great incentives for those who wish to prove them ­
selves capable cf increasing trust and responsibility. Gradually we 
hope to relax the restraints which have seemed imperative up to the 
present.

R e c r e a t i o n a l  A c t i v i t i e s . — T im e for recreation is given every 
afternocn— basket ball, tennis-quoits and various games are enjoyed. 
In  the big dinm g-room  are held evening activities— choral classes, 
country dancing, physical drill and eurythmics. M r. Stewait, 
Principal of M alvern School, and Miss Hewson, of Brixton, have 
been most generous and regular in the ir teaching of these drills. 
An occasional cinema or lantern lecture gives special pleasure. Each 
girl has her own little plot o f ground fcr vegetables and flowers and 
also takes her tu rn  in the school gardens and in keeping lawns and 
flower-beds weeded and watered. W eekly walks are part of the 
programme. T hrough  the courtesy o f M r. and M rs. Brandt, an 
all-dav picnic in the ir shadv orchard at “  H arm onie ”  was the event 
of the year.

Just here we would gratefully acknowledge the gifts which 
made possible joyous Christmas and New Year festivities. These 
donations in kind were from Messrs. H enry  Clarke, R ondi’s, Q uinn’s, 
C rispette’s, Centra] M eat M arket, N el’s Rust, Albion Springs, 
Schweppe’s L td ., and W . H . Port, Esq. N o r must we om it the 
m ention of the splendid electric kettle presented to the staff by H is 
W orship the M ayor and M rs. Mackay after the ir visit. Recently 
too, a Radio has come from Messrs. “  Philco ”  Distributors, which is 
a source of great pleasure, as well as an uplifting influence, particu- 
1; rly  on Sundays.

T h e  St a f f .— Miss Alice W eir, the Superintendent, has given 
devoted service from the first. H e r courage and faith have many 
rewards in the love and loyalty of her large family. She is ably 
assisted by two European and three Native helpers, one of whom 
gives her en tire tim e to teaching in the laundry.

T h e  health of the family is cared for by our Honorary M edical 
Advisor, D r. Jane t Booker, who pays weekly visits and keeps a 
w atchful eye cn the physical well-being of the girls.

D r. Jean Laing has been our Honorary D ental Officer. W arm 
thanks are due to these ladies, as well as to our A uditor, M r. J . R. 
G uy, to our first H on. Treasurer, M rs. S. S. D orn an and to 
Miss M ay H a rt who as a trained accountant has given invaluable



help to our H on. T reasurer’s from  tim e to tim e. T h e  speedy and 
sympathetic aid so often rendered by Sergeant Vlog and other 
members o f the Police Force has been greatly appreciated. T h ere  
rre  many other friends who have given generously of the ir tim e 
and strength in coming cu t the long distance from town to help 
in demonstrations, clerical work, games and teaching of various 
sorts. T o  all these we would use a Zulu term  of special gratitude: 
“  Do not forget us to-morrow. ” And let us emphasise that we 
could never have gone forward in this great adventure w ithout 
the sympathy and co-cperation which we have so constantly received 
from the U nion Education D epartm ent, the Johannesburg M unic i­
pality and the Officials of the Juvenile Court.

T h e  problem of delinquency in Johannesburg and along the 
R eef is fast assuming alarm ing proportions. T alitha H om e is 
endeavouring to provide a place of refuge and uplift for a few cf 
those who have lost the ir way in the perplexing new order which 
has overtaken young girls in urban life. A fter all, love is the 
strongest forcc in the conquest of evil and fear.

M ay wisdom and strength be given to all who are striving to 
cope w ith  a situation which is not confined to any one race or colour.
