Ôho Chairman's Address:
On the occas ion  o f  the Fourth Annual General Meeting o f  the 
Transvaal Council  o f  Sport.

This Annual General Meeting takes p lace  at a time when the 
Government ■ o f  South A fr ic a  i s  reported  to  be g iv ing  
ser ious  con s idera t ion  to  the implementation o f  c e r ta in  
recommendations made by the Human Sciences  Research Council .
The Council, in its  report on legislation  which influences 
the normalisation og sport in South Africa, recommends 
that the following Acts be amended(not abolished) in such a 
way that sport can be conducted on a "normal” basis in South 
Africa. The ilcts in question are the Group iireas Act and the 
Group Areas Proclamation of 1975> No R228, the Liquor Act, 
the Separate .Amienoties Act and the Urban Areas Consolidation 
Act.

The amendment o f  these Acts w i l l  immediately face  n o n -ra c ia l  
sportspersons with a new s i t u a t io n .  Some o f  the questions that 
w i l l  come up f o r  ser ious  con s id era t ion  are the fo l lo w in g :
Do we now re l in q u ish  our stru ggle  f o r  trylj^ nornai.. sport  or 
do we merely modify i t ?  V/ill  our p r i n c i p l e  v e h ic le  in the 
struggle  i . o ,  the South Afr ican  Council  on Sport(Si?COS) now 
become redundant? Has the time not now come to  "drop t o o l s "  
and prepare f o r  the b i g  v i c t o r y  c e le b ra t io n ?  Surely ,  our 
c h i e f  c r i t i c s  w i l l  say, you have nov; achieved what you have 
been f i g h t in g  f o r  and you th e r e fo r e  have no reason to  continue 
the s truggle?
To my mind t h i s  i s  one o c ca s ion  when we s h a l l  be e n t i t l e d  to  
answer questions with some questions o f  our oivn. Some o f  the 
questions we ask are: W il l  the contemplated amendments turn 
abnormal South A fr ic a  in to  normal South A fr ica?  Have non-racia ' '  
sportspersons ^nd sports  adm inistrators  only  been in te r e s te d  
in the p lay ing  o f  sport  during the hours that i t  i s  played?
In other  words have we separated sport  from the r e s t  o f  our 
abnormal l i v e s  in  South A fr i c a  to  the extent  v;herc we are 
only in te re s te d  in  honorary white status f o r  the duration o f  
any game and i t sa f te r -m a tch  a c t i v i t i e s  in  the bar or r e ce p t io n  
room? Are wo going to  accept separate , i n f o r i o r  systems o f  
education v/hcro the c h i ld  has no, or  very l i t t l e  chance, o f  
developing i t s  sports  ta le n ts ?  Are wo going to  be s a t i s f i e d  
with parents being d iscr im inated  against in  the labour f i e l d  
to  the extent whore they cannot a f fo r d  to  f e e d ,  house and 
care f o r  t h e i r  ch i ld ren  p rop er ly  when these  are in t h e i r  most 
important years,v;hon t h e i r  ta le n ts  as sportspersons are 
d iscovered  and developed? Must we now accept e t h n i c i t y ,  
m ult i -n at iona lism j p a r a l l e l  development, Miat-havo-you in 
a horse trade which which says: we w i l l  make these concess ions  
in  sport  i f  you w i l l  accept a permanent, second c la s s  status 
in  South A fr ica  in return f o r  them? Is  the p r i c e  f o r  
accept ing  sports  concess ions  not a p r i ce  v;hich i s  too  high to 
pay?
In the coning months n o n -r a c ia l  sportspersons v ; i l l  have to  
make t h e i r  minds up e i th e r  to  accept the p r o f f e r e d  
■concessions and grab the shadov/ for- the substance or e l s e  
they w i l l  decide  to  increase  t h e i r  r e so lv e  and th e i r  
determination to  continue the f i g h t  f o r  normal sport  in  a 
t r u ly  normal s o c i e t y .  This w i l l  mean in s t in tod ,w h o le -h ea rted  
support f o r  those o rgan isa t ions  which have been es ta b l ish ed  
f o r  the purpose o f  obta in ing  a f a i r  and ju s t  deal f o r  ALL 
sportspersons in South A fr ic a .  The p r o v in c ia l  c o u n c i ls  o f  
sport  and t h e i r  mother body, SAGOS,ask f o r  your support and 
ac t ive  ass istance  in  our s tru g g le .
