the police came with *their guns merely
to intimidate and frighten us, hat
shows you what they will do when they
come to force you from your homes. Wh
will the whitc man realise that we arc
preparcd to fight and die for our lothc:.
land. It is on that day that we must
make the white man realise that if he
comecs to the African he must think twic..

Friends, we havc no guns; fricnds, wc
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have nothing with which to attack the
whitc man, not becausc we cannot gct
them if we want to: the white man
must recalise that if wec want guns we
will gct them from them today, because
if we decide to do so every European
who has a gun will have to give it up
to us becausc we cannot take it by
force. So it is simple. It is be-
cause we have decided not to kill the
Buropeans: that is why we do not take
their guns. It is quite simple. If
there is bloodshed on the day of removel
it will bc beecausc of the ignorant
police boys. e kn-w that Congress
docs not belicve in violence, but what
arc we gning to do when we defend our

homes and other peonlc shonot at us?®

And at page 7497 the record reads.

"I want to tell you what you must
dc as from tomorrow. Bvery man, every
woman, and every child must be ready tc
meet the enemy at the gate. When your
enemy mcets y u in your own house, thcn

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youare placed in difficulties because
you don't have enough space to move
about. We are going to mcct this

Dutchman in the streect."

There was no examination or cross--
examination of Resha on this spcech, and the cross-
cxanination of Coetzce docs not affect the quality
of what was said,

It will be seen immediately there
are contradictory elements in the wvarinus speeches
delivered, and that Resha himself, while stressing
the non-violcent nature of their resigtance, appears
to suggest that their p-licy of non-violence would
recach the liwmits of its existence if violence wer.
uscd against them by the police.

On the whole, I am unable to comc
to thce conclusion that this meeting should be
classificd as one where a clear linc of violent
resistancc had bcen adopted insofar as the Rcemovel
Scheme is concerned, and I am thercfore unable
to draw any infercnce that the spceches, taken as
a whole, are consistent with a pnlicy of violence

of the African National Congress.

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There is nothing of any special
significance, in my opinion, contained in the
recport of the next meceting covercd by Coetzec - a
Colonial Youth Day meceting held in Sophiatown on
the 20th March, 1955, organiscd by the Colonial
Youth Day Committce consisting of the African
National Congress Youth Leaguc, the Indian Congress
Youth ILeague and the Youth of the Congress of Demo-
crats. The various speakers stressed the alleged
evils and inhumanity of the removal scheme of
Sophiatown, and of various other oppressive acts
in South Africa, and decalt with the struggle for
freedom which was being waged against the im-
perialist and colonial powers, Onc of the speakers,

Press, is rccorded as having said at page 751C-

"The youth of thc Soviet Union arc
frce. They are frece to live the best
lifc possible for any human being. Th
youth of China arc marching forward in
grcat army. But the youth in Amcrica,
the youth in Guiana, the youth in all
these oppressed places, onpressed coun-
trics, they arc taught to work in the

mines, they are not allowecd to go to
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school , they are not taught to work

like those in the Soviet Union.,"

The femiliar tune is played again
conccrning the heroic stand of the pcople in Kenya
and of the "British Imperialists slaughtering women
and children under the guise of suppressing the

Mau Mau',

There is nothing worthy of any

particular further -comment about this meeting.

The prosecution stressed the im-
portance of the next meeting recported by Coetzee,
which was a Frecdom Charter Committee meeting
held in Johanncsburg on thce 18th Scptember, 1550,
The evidence discloscs that it was a widely ad-
vertiscd m cting.

The accused Lollan was chairman
thereat; the main speakcr upon whom the prose-
cution reliecd was the co-conspirator Scjake, and
I shall sct out in full his speech.which has
becen rcferred to often during the course of thcao
proceccdings.

Coctzec's notes disclosc that ILcl
stated:

"We/
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"We will now ask Mr.Sejake to
speak on the scction of the Charter
which says "The pecople shall share in
the country's wealth."

In parenthesis, this was con-

firmed by Lollan when he gave evidence,

I have in parenthesis 'Horticulture'... "Fores-
try, Industrial, Commercial, Housing, Railway

Yes, Then the speaker deals with certain of
these matters that he mentioned, referring to

the conditions in South Africa? --- Yes,

Is that correct? —-- Correct.

Now I want you to omit the next parcgraphs in
his speech until you get to the paragraph star-
ting"The State which is the insitrument of op-
pression"? —~—- "The State which is the instru-
ment of oppression, that is the Government, which
is the instrument of oppressinon, and which is
financed by the money .... is set into operation.
Machinery that restricts the movement of pcopl-
by enforcing particularly the Pass Laws, and that
is the great weapon uscd by the Government in
South Africa today. It rests with us to scy
whether we are gring to continue to carry passes,
carry the reference books or not. Under this

situation the people!s purchasing power is



seriously reduced. The articles which they
would otherwise have bought must be destroyed.
That is the law of capitalism in South Africa

as in other countries, Zven feod is destroyecd

in South Africa whilst there are millions of
people who suffer from malnutrition, and actu-
ally die from hungcr. This ownership of land
becomes meaninglcss under the present system in
South Africa, and you and I must correct it,

If you don't God will not, for he has nothing to
do with your .conditiens and omissions, He is

not responsible to you. You must 8it down

and form the machinery for freedom, There is

a burning need for a change: a progresgssive step
is necessary to bring the shape of things to

come, One million signatures alone are not
sufficient. Action is the correct ..... the
Proletariat must shout not only from the political
platform, because thig mercly cxplaing the situa-
tion, but they must also create a theatrce and

they must fight tactfully in actual manoucvre and
employ a definite am~runt of cnergy for the frecdonm
to come. This will give us some guarantee that
the road to the re-division of land amongst thosa
who work it has been found. We advocate the
abolishment of prisons. They stand on land which
could have been used for thc construction of
agricultural colleges, Now we don't find more
teachers of land, we find morc policemen+ instead
of finding more schools w¢ find morc prisons.,
Instcad of finding a rising degree of happincss

we find a mounting degrec of misery in South Afric.

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The Statc must provide tractors on the land and
not handcuffs. There must bc more sheep and

no barren land. There must be more water
reservoirs and lecss draught. More domestic
animals and no culling of stock.

"There must be freedom of
movement and no reference books. The day may
comc when the African women will be compelled to
carry reference books, but I visualisc that that
will be the day when the Devil will be let loose.
but we are fighting this evil today because it
inconveniences the menfolk, They say our wives
must carry the same devilj that will be the day".
I have in parenthesis 'applause'. "There must

be work and security. The period se-ms to be fast
arriving when ..." I have in brackets 'all the
people! =-"will join the liberatory moviement in
this country and finally all workcrs who are in
the grinding mill of misery and poverty should
join hands for the determined achievement of the
peoples!'! frcedom. This start of the struggle
cannot be won carly enough, whilst there are oth~
sections of the people who for nnc rcason or anot:
enjoy certain rights and concessions and fcel th
must stand aloof to protect and maintain their
privileges whilst the rest are perpetually injur:’.

He continued to
say he paid them very well, I went to the workers
to report. The workers took a dccision and said
'After lunch we will go in and just lo~k at the
machines!', He had told me that the factory
belonged to him, I agrecd with him and said even
the machines belong to you, but the hands of the
workers don't belong to you". I have in paren-
thesis 'applause'. "They are determined to sell
their labour on the best market; they stopped work.
The police were callecd. Three flying squads were
called. They said to me 'You are just the person
we are lo:king for!'. I said to them 'I am the
employce of thc workers, I must do what my mester:
order me to do'., 'If they say I nust leave then

I will do it'!'. I was releascd on the spot. No
onc was arrested, Friends, don't fear the pelicn;
don't fcar even the armecd forces. Your powcrs

of rcsistance are greater than even the atom bomb,
Frecdom in our lifetime".
