“Life is very precious 
and should be preserved 
at all times. This was no 
ordinary murder.  We 
therefore urge the State 
President to exercise his 
powers to commute the . 
death sentence even at 
this late hour."

Mr Ishmael  Mkha- 
bela, Azapo's publicity 
secretary said the exe­
cution was an indict­
ment of a Government 
based on racial hatred 
and the interest of the 
minority.
