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Cape Iowa looat ons not paying or being unable to pay their 

rental* I  consider Cap* Tom  la In an entirely different

poaltlon to any other municipality in the Union in regard to 

the housing of Natives, for the following reasone:*

1* Tbs re ia the isolation which, to ay mind, largely 

contribute a to thie dlatlnctlon. Once here, a Native la 

practically oat off from ell communication with hi a home. It 

probaoly take a at leaat a week for any ooamranioatlon to reach 

ale relative a in the Territories,

2 .  In other locations nearer tha Native Territories, 

he la in constant touch with hie home through frlende vleitlng 

the location in  which he re aides and alao by the receipt of 

foodstuffs from home which aealet him very materially in avoid­

ing cash expenditure in living costs,

3 .  There 1 a the glamour of olty life and the tempt- 

tation of expenditure In this direction muet be tremendous.

4. The enormous temptation to teke part in drink 

traffic instance* by the finee paid for i l l ic it  liquor dealing 

la 1930, in reapeot of M'dafceni location, via:- £ 1539 ,10 .« .

5 . The agitator* here I would point the organized 

opposition which the Council has bad to meet year after year.

It  is  known that a large body of the reepeetable law-abiding 

Natives are Influenced and even bullied Into withholding payment 

of rental to the Counoil, by a minority of agitatora, who are 

mainly oonoerned with ill ic it  liquor traffic . This organized 

oppoaitlon ie  financed by collections amongst the Natives, 

usually made on Sondeye, with which litigation la Invoked la 

almost every action taken by the Council against Hativee,
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0 , The difficulty with which the Council is faoed 

I d the continued acvinl stration of N 'dabenl, while Langa re­

mains to a great extent unoccupied, although administrative 

e*fenswa must continue practically on the aa we heels aa If  

the accommodation were completely taken up. So long ea 

thla atate of affaire exist*, there le no poeeibility of the 

Counoll feeing able to raduce expenditure to be In any way 

cosrcenaurate with the revenue obtainable by way of rental, 

nor w ill tnere Oe any progreaa In Setive policy while thla 

anomaly exists .
