We want to make it clear that we do not

need their representation. We are here to represent

\'ourselves, our leaders are here to represent us, they

ere languishing 1in prison.

Me express nevertheless our confidence in our brothers and

aisters in both the Coloured and Indian communities that they

will never abondon our long tradition of suffering and strug-
gling together, and that they will refuse to be co-opted to
the system on the election-day by ataying away from the polls

in solidarity with the oppressed.
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
