Mr. Carrin could not famish any dofinite information about the future
of the Muslim Institute, and Mrs. Eoernle stressed that the Association would
require a full month's notice of any chango in the present system whereby
the Assistant Social Worker spent some of her time with the Institute, who,
in turn, subsidized her salary.

Mrs. Koemlo brought to the notice of the meeting a letter from the
City Council saying that a post hadboen created for an Indian Social
Welfare Assistant.

Hhe salary offered was £276 — £32” p r annurp, and the qualifications
required included a University degree in Social Science or allied subjects,
and linquistic ability to make it possible to work satisfactorily with .all
sections of the Indian community.

(ii) £ste—bKioof.

Mr, Ernest told the meeting that the Government was prepared to
alleviate conditions of Indians. Buildings sites urould bo allotted to
Indians at Diopkloof, in extent one acre, half an acre and a quarter of tin
acre. He said that much interest had b eon shown in Mr. Siganoneyls sug-
gestion that the top portion of Eordsburg be allocated to Indians fcr the
raising of fl ts.

(iii) Hailwavs.

Mr. Royeppen deplored the continued congestion on the lion—European
coaches on the railway and the fact that Chinese were permitted to travel
among Europeans.

Mr. Ernest endorsed this and stressed, that many n tives were travelling
in first nd second class compartments, without tickets, thus crowding out
those with tickets.
