Elder William Stewart
M r. W illiam  Stewart, Session C lerk of St. G eorge’s Jo h an ­

nesburg, passed to his rest on the 13th June, 1953, at the age 
of 75 years. He cam e to South A frica in 1902. He brought to 
this land high ideals o f education. A t A liwal N orth , and later



at Johannesburg, he m ade a repu tation  for him self in his chosen 
profession.

N o church 
ever had an E lder who exemplified m ore faithfu lly  w hat a 
good Elder should  be. In Presbytery and G eneral Assem bly 
he played a strong part in upholding his conception o f the 
G lory o f the C hurch. As Superintendent o f  E ducation  in the 
Mission Schools o f the T ransvaal he had a deep sym pathy for 
the frustrations and difficulties o f the A frican people. H e brought 
to this work a true sense of dedication. H e was also a m em ber 
of the O rder o f Lay Preachers. He will be missed in St. G eorge’s 
and in the Councils o f the C hurch.

Rev. Robert Whyte, B.D.
W ith the passing of the Rev. R obert W hyte a valued 

personal contact with St. A ndrew ’s C hurch, C ane Tow n, has 
been broken. A lthough retired from  the active pasto ral m inistry 
fo r several years, he continued to the last to give a distinguished 
witness th rough  the m edium  of his pen, and in his quiet, u n ­
obtrusive witness, o f  the fa ith  th a t was in him . The staff of 
the nursing hom e rem arked on the quality  o f his witness, as 
he experienced weakness, w ithout com plaining, and, overcom ing 
his own discom fort, enquired concerning the w elfare o f  others. 
1 found in him  an understanding friend, who gave willingly of 
the richness o f his m ind and experience when consulted. His 
scholarship, the background o f which revealed an outstanding 
course o f academ ic achievem ent, never obtruded, yet it was 
recognised w ithout any self-advertisem ent, a  quality  to  be found 
only in a true  scholar, ever seeking, and sym pathetic tow ards 
lesser minds. C hrist lives to-day in o u r hearts. He lived His 
gospel, and did not depend on elaborate creeds and cerem onials, 
and the C hristian C hurch has m aintained its witness through 
centurits; therefore  the follow ers o f C hrist have witnessed in 
their lives to  the tru ths w hich C hrist revealed.

T he Rev. R obert W hyte dedicated him self to the m inistry 
o f C hrist and in terpreted  H is message by  his life. H e was honest 
and natural in his witness, never descending to anything which 
could be interpreted as meretricious and cheap. H e loved quiet 
ways, striving ta  do full justice to his duties. Sensitive in spirit, 
he was often hu rt, and perhaps exasperated by lesser m inds, 
but never allowed him self to be m oved to a wailing self-pity. 
He was always willing as a loyal m inister o f his C hurch to 
fulfil any service fo r its good governm ent, bu t was never 
am bitious fo r the lim elight o r honours.

We pay tribu te  to the m em ory of one who stressed in his 
m inistry the note o f hope, and whose contact in his pastoral 
work brought to the needy one the very sym pathy and uplifting 
of the M aster. His prayers with the sick, his understanding of 
the aged, his willingness to serve in the spirit o f the M aster, his 
confident message o f an eternal hope to the  sorrow ing. All 
those ministries, which never appear in statistics, endeared him  
to m any and brought C hrist near. An unusual tribu te  was paid  
to his m em ory in a leader in the Cape Times, which only 
em phasised the tru th  th a t his life was dedicated to G od in Christ.
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
