PRO-Governxnent political organisations like
Solidarity, Independence Alliance and the
United Referendum Committee, have been
formed recently by Poovalingham. Salaam
Mayet and Abu Ebrahun respectively.

ONE of tfce major Aims ot Ilte new constitu-
tion is the the government hopes to enlarge
and strengthen support for itself.

W hat does this new constitution mean for
our community?

If implemented, the proposed constitution
wiD result in creating three parliaments. The
ratio in terms of members in the While.

Education still

IN the field of education the solution put for-
ward still remains within the scope of
discriminating and segregated education.
There is no basis to argue that the quality of
education will impiove, in fact it can get
worse. The recent white paper of the govern-
ment into education made a dear case for a
reduction in the length of formal education,
as well as shifting the responsibility for finance
from tbe state to prvate enterprise and the in-
dividual. Oaly ths fVstt years of a child's
rsehooliag wffl be eawpalaory and fret.

The most serious danger facing Indian
South Africans today is that a certain col*
labors' mist group-ng and thoae whose
economic position is favourable can be seduc-
ed into accepting the constitutional proposals.
Wealthy business drcles, in particular, may
gam short-term advantages and not long term
security The majority of Indian people will
no* derive any benefits from a constitution
wtuch makes no attempt to creatr less inequali-
ty and provide more material security. The
present proposals therefor- poae a great

danger and are a reape for the drrooc of our
people from the Afncar. neopie who are totally
excluded and given no say whatsoever in the
affairs of this country

Group Areas will remain

In so far as housing is concerned the Grocp
Areas Act will remain in force The govern-
ment claims that it has fulfilled its respon-
sibilities, and will oo longer build homes for
people. In accordance with the pnaapie of
autonomy, the state will no longer be respon-
sible for the shortage of houses that exist

Individuals will have to erect their own
dwellings with their owr funds or fmancr from
building societies, banks, and employers
Housing for rental and economic bous'~g on
home ownership schema will no longer be
provided bv the state The government will on-
ly develop the infrs-stmcxure anc make ser-
m stands available to individuals, la shon
w* will b« faced with lets houses mo more
imrerewdtsf.

Inferior

W hat does this mean for the educational
life of our communities?

In effect the poorer people to our Com-
munity will not be able to afford educating
their children after high school.

Furthermore, middle-income homes will
battle to survive as they will have to pay for
whatV u previously provided by the state

remain

interfere with local government and citizens
should be ab*e to vote ai the local level an<-
this will gi~r them greater control and
autonomy. T t: question that *e nerd to ask
ourselves is. *nether autonomy at the local
level will msorove our material conditions?
What anionoary will actually do la practice is
not to give as reore control but will in effect
lead to kss teasing, higher rents, lo* wages
aod poorer facilities. The reasons for this are

Denial of Human Rights

The consntuDona! proposals reject the coocrpt
of South Africa as a single society and instead
entrenches race and ethnicity. In other words,
the Nationalists see South Africa as being an

ETHNIC PLURAL socieity. This means a
aoaeity made up of different ethnic and racaj

groups (eg. Xhosas. Zuhu. Tswmnaa. Whites.
Indians and Coloureds). This is an approach

whsch emphasises divntor. rather than unifica-
tion. In its crystaliscd form this pobcy has
reauhed ic the creation of ethnic homelands.

A crisis occurs when long term
political and economic problems reach such
a pom: that the stability of the entire system
b threatened. When this happens the state has
to five up its old ways and develop new
methods and strategies to maintain its rule.
Therefore we can see tha: it is not Apartheid
that is changing, but only the form of Apar-
theid. i.e. Apartheid is changing its face. Itb
out of the crisis in the economy and political
synesn thata nr* approach b develop!r*. This
new approach is one which attempts to seduce
the middle class Indians and Coloureds with
selective concessions. Magnus Malaa, has
made it dear that the Government must at-
tempt to win the "hearts and minds” of peo-
ple. This article has shown, that in terms of
ihe new constitutional proposals, nobody will
benefit, because conflict will escalate in thb
country.
