COSAS students
who were invited to
attend the camp,
refused to go because
the school principals
did not properly inform
the student* or their
parents of those who
were organising the
camp and what would
be done there. The
students were worried
that the camp had been
organised by the Sa DF.

A delegation of par-
ents and UDF members
immediately went to
the school to demand
that the camp be called
off.
