MINUTES O~ A-MEETING- OF THE JOHANNESBURG INDIAN SOCIAL WELFARE

MATTERS ARISING OUT OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING:

Rice; Miss Katz reported that 4000 bags of rice had arrived but
had not yet been distributed. MlIsa Katz Informed the meeting
that she had ordered 500 (3 Ib.) parcels of rloe for the Clinic*

CONFIRMATION OF PREVIOUS MINUTES: The minutes of the previous
fleeting were adopted and were confirmed.

SOCIAL WORKER1S REPORT:
"Report August and__September. 1945.

I-visited 529 Indian homes during the past two months. In
September 1 was away for a fort-night holiday. The health
conditions were good only the impossibility of finding houses
Is very troublesome. In 11 cases we had to apply for rent as the
family was threatened with ejection. Five families had to move
to Kliptown as they could not find a home in town; in several
cases they are eligible for rations but they can not get them
outside the Municipal area. We have to supply the families with
food.

Poor Relief: 291 families are receiving rations. In 22 oases the
rent 1is paid also.

Old Age Pension: We had 5 more new applications for old age
pensions. Two were rejected as sons were eligible fTor supporting
the old parents who are staying with them.

Child Welfare: We had two new cases. One, a widow with three
minor children. The other a foster child who stays with an

aunt.

Clinic: We attended to 251 patients at the clinic. We injected

19 patients with blood diseases,. 9 children were vaccinated and

11 injected for diphtheria. We Injected all the new pupils from
the Waterval Government School against diphtheria.

Miss Jenkins had previously informed Mrs. Hoernli that she
intended resigning at the end of the year as she is going overseas.
Miss Katz informed the meeting that as there is no Clinic iIn Decem-
ber due to the school holidays, there was little point in keeping
Miss Jenkins on past October 31st.

IT WAS AGREED that Miss Jenkins be given one month"s notice as
from October* 3"Is"t, and that the Muslim Welfare
Society be contacted in this connection before
the letter was sent.

IT WAS DECIDED to advertise for an Assistant Social Worker.
S.A. NURSING COUNCIL:

Mr. Ernest informed the meeting of a letter he had received
from the above Counoil, stating that Hospitals could give
prospective nurses a general knowledge test if they did not have
the necessary qualifications required for nursing.

Miss Kate said that she felt that it was important that
girls should have passed Junior Certificate before taking up
nursing. Mrs. Whyte agreed with her.

Mrs. Whyte undertook to supply the next meeting with the
salary rates, so that schools could be informed of the letter,
especially girls in Standard 6.

FINANCE REPORT:

Miss Katz informed the meeting that the Continental Garage
account was high because two new tyres had been bought.

The report was adopted and was confirmed.
